Now this he proves to the unthioking and
unlearnctd by crying down, as compared
with his own, every other denomination. |
Tho more faults und flaws he finds or,
forges in other sects, tho more he extels
his owa as free from such imperfections.
‘This is the whole sceret in making new
religions, and the plan upon which every
reforming Prolestant acts, and has acted
since the pretended reformation.  But,
though every reformer cxtols his own
system of behef above those of his reform-
ing neighbours ; there is a sort of sympa-
thy, or fellow feeling of forbearance, be-
tween all Protestant secturies, as if from
a consciousntss that all of them have an
equal right to reform 5 for all affect with
equal right to build their tabernacles of
every description on the same scripiure
ground. Hence, though they ditler, and
must differ with one another on every,
and even on the mest essentjal points of
christian doctrino, such as on the very
divinity of Jesus Christ; yet they never
dicect theic abusive arguments against
such us hold the most antichristian, deis-
tical and auewstical opinions; nor evea
agaast pagans, Jews, and Mahometaus;
because all these breken battulions are
joined with them in opposing the one haly
Catholic Church, Agawst her alonedo
they all unite. In this only iastance,
forgerful of their own fearful differences,
they are counstantly sccn 10 close their
divided columns; and, as under the com-
mand of some common and tnvisible chief,
o pour the mingled torrent of their in.
stinctive roge and hatred agaiast her, the
chiel object of their dread and envy.
Pr. testants, according to the definition of
the late Bishop Burges of Salisbury, «are
all those who.opposc the Church of Rome.
Therof ro Jews, Turks, and Infidels,who
all oppuse that church, are a branch of
her Protestant assailants.  Aud why all
this joint and enduring fury of Protestant
seclurics against her alone!  Because
truth is one; and that wuth, or Goil’s
tevelation to man, she alone has been conm.
missioned by the Saviour to mamntain un.
wltered and entire to the end of the worlg:
Because, therefore, she can never coua-
tenanco, or wink at, as indifferent, the
whimsical and erroncovs doctrines of man,
Becuuse, as tho first, she is the only
cherch, to which all the Saviour's pro.
mises were made, which assured her that
ho blimselfl and his holy spirit would
abide with her at ull times; and guide
ber pastors itito all truth, even 10 the end
of the world.

(2 Cor. vi, 14, 15.) i1Beocause
hp.over stands: thas unconnueted .with all
socts of hiuman .invention ;-and is there-
faro, tho open and comunon mark:or targot
againatywvliich all their poisoned but powers
ioss daris aro directed.  This people,”
taid the prophet, *shali Gwell alone, and
shgll nat bo rockoned among the nations.”
(Num. xxiii, 9.) And Moses, blessing the
Israclites, distinguishes the peoplo of God
by thoe samoe characteristic. (Dewt, xxxii,
28.) This unsociable, uncompromising, &
(in matters of faith only) intolerant dispo-
sitian of the Catholic Church, is svhat g2
cnrages the interested inventors and abets
