All
we ask 1s that he shonld be dealt with on the
aatne principles which are uyplied to other men,
and that the judgment of his schemes and
conduct should not be approached with a hos-
tile prejudice.  The churches owe much toa
thoroughly ¢ cient sud self-sacnficing secre-
tary ; they certaiuly owe very much to Mr
Hannay. They are all the moe bound to
recognize their obhgation, as his office neces-
sarily deprives hun of the thous mland one
refreshing influences which cheer a pastor who
lives in the affections of his peaple.”

—The French Protestant Missionamong
the Basutos, in South Africa, have push
ed forward a branch gnterprise into the
Great Barotsi Valiey, north of the Zam
besi River.

—The gospel is making progress in
France. Pastor Fisch, of Paris, reports
that during the last year the Evangelical
Society, with which he is connested, has
added forty-seven new preaching sta:
tions, with a total number of nine thou-
sand hearers, all Roman Catholies.

—The Rev. Juhus W. Parsons, a Mis-
sionary of the American Board in Nico-
medta, Tutkey, was recently shot dead
by two Zusak shepherds, a semi-nomadic
tribe. ‘The assassins are Mahommedans.
They have been arrested, and have con-
fessed the crime. It is doubtful whether
the Turkish authorities will allow them
to be punished, as they do not consider
t wrong to kill a Christian.

—There are fiftysix Congregational
churches in the Sandwich Islands, with a
membership of 7,238 Last year these
churches gave $3,893.62 for forergn mis-
sions -nearly a half Jollar per member.
One of these churches his a member-
ship of 1,200, whose benevolent contrr-
butions during the year amounted to
over $1,500. The Sabbath schools con-
nected with  these churches recently
raised $1,200, as a thank offering to the
missionary who prepared help~ for their
lessons,  Their Theological Institute at
Honolulu s cducating native preachers
both for the home field and fereign
work.
