Auîy Student wlo lias passed the.Matriculation Examination,
and shaîl have satisfied tie Corporation that, ho cannot, without the aid thus
afiorded, avail Iinîsef of the advantago of a University edueation, shaîl be eh.-
gible for a bursary, provided, that hoe ble not, the holder of a Scholarship, ceteris
parib us, tie sons of elergymen will ho preferred.
