stamped on his charactor resolation and de-
terminatior, but the Donegal peasant is still
noticcablo in mapy rather prepossessing tralts.
To be hanzed for ahootlng Oarey has In itself,
apparontly, little terror for him; bat he is In-
tensely excited ot the Idea of having it sup-
pesed he was a percon detalled, or gent, or
moved {0 do enything of the kind dellberate-
ly. A{every opportuaity he Invelghs bitterly
against the version of the shooting 8e a pre-
meditated and unprovoked affair, put forward
by the Ciown, He positively nsnertg that
young Catey haa Invented in afterthought ghe
moat iepdrtant parts of his evidenco, “ That
toy is s cunning 28 o cayote,’ he deolares.
On the voyago out to the Uapo he formed
quits an attachment for other of tho Power
ohildren, but this youth was “too old and
too ceep” fur his youra.

It is difficult fo oversstimste tke power of
the press. No mightier humsan agency cen
ba found to.day for good or for evil, Itsin.
fluence extends everywhere, It acts upon
foolety at large; 1t enters Into the bosom of
the family. The creature of public oplnion,
1t directe and moulds the minds of men, aud
g0 in turn contributes to form and govern this
same publio oplnion, What 5t James says
of the tonguae, that tfrom It proceed both
bleseing and cursing, = Lmden with bles:-
inga ond corses, 1ke the lightning flash, 1t
epaeds on its way from the great cltler, the
centres of Indosiry and commerce, reaching
every fireside, lighting up or darkealng
every home, dropping slong ita track
deadly polson oy hesling balm., When dl-
rectad by trnth and Lonesty the proes be-

fog publishers to. cheapen.. and. popularize
Ontholic literature, and they have givento
our peopleé really admirable. worke guited to
‘the tastes and circumstances of every class.
It 18 not to the credit of the Oatholic body
that theas efforts have not proved mors suc-
cessful, We have also Beveral Oatholio newa-
pspers and journals, But how Iiftle sup-
port they recelve! You complain oftentimes
of thelr Ineficlency and shoricomings. Who
18 In faulé? Give the publisherz and writers
more encouragemsent by your patronsge and
they will soon bo enabled to farnlsh you
more intercetivg reading. Our best wriiets
hava to Iabor for the eecmlar press; they
would gladiy devote their talents to higher
purposger, 1f they wore only properly support-
od by those whoae cause and whose rights
they would rejoice to defend. If every Oathc-
o fcmily had one or two Dathollc newspapers,
your ohildren would know how to reply
to objectlong often speciously presented
sgalnst thelr faith; difficulties would bo
golved and doubts dlspelled. Now, there 18
acarcely any family 80 poor a8 poi to ba able,
by practising s 1Htle economy in other ways
if necessary, to contribute at least to ons
Oatbolio journal, We also recommerd to. you
periodical lterature, such a8 the Catholic
World and the American Quarterly, in which
questions of the highest iImportance are treaé-
ed with marked abllity.

But the Catholic journala which we recom-
mend to you, dearly beloved brethren, should
be truly Catholic in dewd as well as in nams,
For there are journals in this land, parading
tho title of Oatholle, intended for cur Oathc-
lic peoplo and suopported chielly by them,
which defend the most sntl-Uatholfo prin.
oipler, and which aall even @aacred
truths and the clearest tenchlngs of
thelr Church. Nominally Oatholir, under
the mask of patrlotiam trading upon the ger.
crous irstinets of our psople, they cadeavor
to subvert authority and law. Makinyg lond
professions of falee iove 0f country, they lo
rateny WALy sincers patriots. Tucy proach
tias werat klnd of soclalism ard communism ;
they ¢xouse murder and the foulest deede,
:'They polson the weile,” for thsy pervert
the noblcat Instincta of ths humsn Roart,
They dicobey the 1laws of their Oburch,
They try to bring Into corntempt thelr
pastors, who nie compelled by duly fo de-
nounce their wicked oourse; but neither
prieat nor bishop, nor the Sovercign Poantiff
bimeelf, is safe from thelr ravilingz. Buch
papers, under whatever nsme they may be
published, whether in pretended Catholic or
pational interests, are more dangerous to your
roulg than the mont bitter revilera of your
race or creed.
