The endless suparatitiove vagaries born of the
excegsive popularity of astronomy were not dis-
tinctively Oatholic, Neither were they avowedly
Protestant, Their champions were generally
non-Catholic, oftentimes anti-Catholic, not in-
frequeatly  declared  agnostica. Vieing
sclentisbs have found themselves at home
within ne weil as without the Church.
Mr, Proctor’s statemend to the contrary
ie iotrinsically destitute of foundation,
ia historically false, betng refated in each suoc-
cergive epoch of scieatific development. It isan
elsmentary principle with Catholics that a pure-
ly scientific ur mathematical problem cannn® be

That obscuration
of the sun enveloped our entire planes, and
wrung from & poted Grectan asteonomer, then
in Egypt, the well'known exclamation—*Ei-
ther the world 18 come to end or the author of
nature is dvmg ” . .

Why shounld loyalty 62 the faith be incom-
patible with that identical section ot science
that se forcibly inisiated, confirmed,; and illus-
tra‘ed the faith? 'The thres pericds into
which its history is divided prove beyond per-
sdventure that as the Dryades haunted the
graves and the Naides sought the streams even
80 have ecclesinstics, with a pertinacity akin to
ios inct, loved to tread the supernal paths
of astronomy. From the Church 1t re-
ceived its name—'‘the ecience of the
kiogs.” More than a ecre of Chbristian
monarchs have received ths honor of can-
onization, of whom aeveral attained eminence
in this kingly pursuit, Iis attractivns were
potential for priests liks Copernicus, Cardinals
like Pico della Mirandola and re:luses like Juan
Perez, Claveriua and numercus others, ‘To such
we are indebted for the sidereal clock, the sile-
real day and other beritages Cear to astrond-
mers, 'The science had its well-.endowed ch.irs
ia all the oldea universities from Bolegaa down-
wards. Dlountains of chaff were pil:d up about
it by chorla*ans, magiciing, chromancists,
gypuies and untold quacks deep in alchemy and
cabalistic magic. But who nacattered those
frowping clouds of julicial astrology and
cleared the astronomical horizon ? .

Undoubtediy the Bishops of Rome, aided by
leading houses in their confidence, as that of
the Medin, whoss platonic academy at Florence
was confessedly among the pioneers of practical
observatiop, a3 opposed to the semicomatose
‘uggerly of earlier stagesi u scioztific evolution.

he bull of Sextus V.. Cuali et terrae Creator
Dens, would alons endear the Popadom tc the
astronomers. 'The bombshell dissipated the
absyminavle hosts of conginers that swarmed as
mosquitoea throughout ecientifip centers of
southern Europe; it made splinters of the
Divining Rd insomuch that England and
Germany were forthwith flooded with
fugitive gypsies, hitherto outlawed, who in-
stinctively scented congenial pastures near the
elasbic ‘'new learning.” Ii you should plage in
my service an entire page of your popular jour-
nnl I could not condense thercin an abstract of
the weighty help rendered to astronomy by she
Roman Pontiffa. But of s variety, If some
acientific reader of the will, as Tycho Brahe
would put it, ‘“fix bis first meridian” at the
cavae of Bethlehem aud eail down the chequerea
stream of astronomical progress he will in
honeaty be constraived to admis that he who
abandons the Casholic Church to wield his
astolabe with increased freedom is like unto him
who should come down from the summit of a
mountain to seek fresh air in a marshy swamp.
Brahe, by ths way, in an excounter with a Dane,
lust a goodly elice of his nosze, but he was too
good a ecientist to_try to repair the damaged
clfactory by smitirg it with an Australian
byome-raug or a3 lrish shillalsh. He filed
the void with gold, so skilifully tinted in
flesh color as to bafll. letection. Take a historic
parallel bleading sci nce with a miracle, We
are assuied thasoneof a vile herd of hirelings
lost bis ear in ‘Gethsemani by St. Peter’s sword
and that the mutilated mrmbar was forthwith
miraculously healed. Who tella us s0? A
gcientisy deep in Materia Medioa, one who,
sometime a disciple of /Esculapius, was made

an  evacgelist of the Lking of Bethle-
bem.

true to bis early love of the pharmacopz'a, to

Rowsia still  glories _in
its  retrogreasive develcpment ; - but Nil
Desperapdum, During his visic to Ireland
the late Cardinal Wiseman made a ecientifio pil-
grimage to the famous telascope of -Lord Ross
at Bin, then one of the most ingenious .instru-
ments koown to sstronomers,  In our own day
princes and plebijans have vied in. deing honor
to priestly scientista like the distinguished
Seechi. ’.Lyhe late Dr, Anderdon, of New York,
terminated an honorable life by a toilsome jour-
ney to witness the transit of Venus, before dying
a devoted Catholio.

tt, in leogth, with walls 17 ft. high and »

sealing capacity for 400 poraons and
{ts cost about 36,000, The sanctuary
will be octagonal end  ornmamented

with stained glass windowe, representing
the ‘*Sacred Hearte of Jesus and Mary.”
The rest of the church windows will also be
etained glaes, A bell weighing 450 pounds,
ordered from the Mesare, Henry McShane &
Co., of Balilmore, Marylacd, U.S., will
peal forth from the tower inviting Chris-
tiana to thele duties of prayiog to God for
the living and the dead. Mr. Willtam
Reath, of St. Thomas, i# the contractor and
the Messra. Haney Brathers & McGulre,
of Princeton, hava manufacturad the bricks,
The church is leoated on Glasing street, north
of the G. T. R. depot, in the midst of a
maost thriving portion of the ‘‘Garden of
Uatario,” Very great gratitude is due Mr,
Larmonur, the efficlent agent of ths G, T, R.,
for the courtesy dilsplaysd to those who
took part in the eacred ceremony.
