Crvinigsp War.—There is & good deal of specula-
tion e to what ought to be done with the crew eap-
tured on board the privateersman Savannab. Ac~
cording to the law as it stands the offence of these
men i8 piracy, and the penalty death. They wili, of
courge, have a fair trial, and be furaished, if they
need it, with the meana of defence. Az they were
taken flugranti delicto, there can be no doubt as to
what verdict and sentence in their case will be, It
is not probable, however, that the latter will be cur-
ried out. The civilisation of an eslightened and
progressive community like ours will be averse to
the enforcement of the barbarous code which, in past
times;, would have subjected them to the forfeiture
of ‘their lives. Great ag are the provocations that
are being given us, we will not allow ourselves to
be dragged down to the level of the ferocious pas-
gions which, in the seceded States, doom Northern
men to ‘death on 1o other evidence than suspicion.
It will be ressoned, and justly that while the arch
traitorg under whose anthority they have been act-
‘rog are atlarge nnd unpunished, it would not be
Tight to proceed to such extremities against men
whose ignorance and incapability of comprebending
the legal merits of the question may have betroyed
them into their present oftence. The punishrent ad-
ministered by General Prentiss to the Kentucky re-
bela is perhaps the most judicious that can be resort-
ed to in their case.’ They can be set to wheel dirt
or tobe otherwise employed on the public works
while the war lasts. ~ At itz close mesns:will no
doubt be found by government to dispose of the pri-
goners that will have thugaccumulated on its bands.
