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S. The naines of the delegates and their advisers will be communicated

9. The credentiaIs of delegates and their advisers shall be subject to serutiby the Coxiference, w-hich may, by two thirds of the votes cast by the delegalpresent, refuse to admit any delegate or adviser whom it deems not to have benominated lin accordance with this Article.

Article 4
1. Every delegate shall be entitled to vote individually on ail niatters whi

are taken into consideration by the Conference.
2. If one of the Members fails toý nominate one of the non-Governmne

delegates whom it is entitled to noinate, the other noil-Goverument delegashall be allowed to sit and speak at the Conference, but not to vote.
3. If in ac cordance with Article 3 the Conference refuses admission tadelegate of one of the Members, the provisions of the present Article shall appas if that delegate had flot been nominated.

Article 5
The meetings of the Conference shall, subject ta any decisions. whieh n8have been taken by the Conference itself at a previous meeting, be held at -qu

place as niay be decided by the Governing Body.

Article 6
Miy change in theý seat of the International Labour Office shahl be decdýby the Gonference by a two-thirds majority of the votes cast by the delea

present.

Article 7
1. The Oot'erning Body shahl consist of thirty-two persons:

Sixteen representing Governments,
Eight repreeting the employers, and
Eight representing the workers.
