The rprecedence of the Vice-Presidents shaîl be deterniined by lot.§ 4.0 Secear General: The Secretary General of the Conferec
be appointed by the organizing Goverment.

Duties o! the officers

§ 1.0 President: The President shaîl direct the worlc of the Cofannounce the opening, suspension and adjourninent of the meetingsi0Conference, accord the right to speak ini the order requested, declare theeto ho closed, put the questions to vote, announce the result of the votnethe observance of the Regulation8 and performn such other duties as maY Po
devolve upon his office.

§ 2.' Vice-President: In the absence of the President the Vie-Pein the order of precedence established in Article 2, § 3 shall assume neatheir duties.
