2. The Govennment af Iceland shail, at the request of the Secret
General, and to the extent practicable, furnlsh su<ch reports on the aperatiar
the Services as the Sericretary General considers desirable.

3. The Seçretary General shail, at the request of the Governnment
lceland, provide, ta the extent practicable, such advice as that Governin
may reasonably require li regard to the discharge of its obligations un,
this Agreement.

4. In the event of axiy filure by the Governmen of Içeland efiier,
to operate and niaitain any of the Services, there sal 1e consultation~ betwN
that Government anid the Secretary General for the purpose of agreeing ul
remedial measures.

ARTICLE~ V
The total cast of the Services computed in accordanc w4i Annexes

and III ta this Agreement shall not, for any onie calendar yea, excE1,076,562 United States dollars. This limit may be increased by the Cour
either with the consent of all the Contracting Governments or as a res
of the application af the provisions ai Article VI.

ment, the imit determined pursuant ta the provisions of Article V may
