the United States and Canada

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The final figures for 1986 Canada-

U.S. merchandise trade are based on
reconciled statistics mutually agreed

on.

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Canada buys twice as much in
goods from the U.S. asJapan 20
does and more than Mexico,
West Germany and the United
Kingdom combined.
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
