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2. The Cambodian Parties hereby commit themselves to demobilize
all their remaining forces before or shortly after the
elections and, to the extent that full demobilization is
unattainable, to respect and abide by whatever decision the
newly elected government that emerges in accordance with
Article 12 of this Agreement takes with regard to the
incorporation of parts or all of those forces into a new
national army. Upon completion of the demobilization referred
to in paragraph 1, the Cambodian Parties and the Special
Representative of the Secretary-General shall undertake a
review regarding the final disposition of the forces remaining
in the cantonments, with a view to determining which of the
following shall apply :

(a) If the Parties agree to proceed with the
demobilization of all or some of the forces remaining in the
cantonments, preferably prior to or otherwise shortly after the
elections, the Special Representative shall prepare a time-
table for so doing, in consultation with them.

(b) Should total demobilization of all of the residual
forces before or shortly after the elections not be possible,
the Parties hereby undertake to make available all of their
forces remaining in cantonments to the newly elected government
that emerges in accordance with Article 12 of this Agreement,
for consideration for incorporation into a new national army.
They further agree that any such forces which are not
incorporated into the new national army will be demobilized
forthwith according to a plan to be prepared by the Special
Representative. With regard to the ultimate disposition of the
remaining forces and all the arms, ammunition and equipment,
UNTAC, as its withdraws from Cambodia, shall retain such
authority as is necessary to ensure an orderly transfer to the
newly elected government of those responsibilities it has
exercised during the transitional period.
