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<a) immunity f rom personal arrest or detention and from seizure
of his personal baggage, anid, in respect of words spoken or
written and ail acts performed by hin in his capacity as
Representative, immunity from legal process of every kind;
this immunity f rom legal process shall continue to be
accorded notwithstanding that the person concerned is no
longer the Representative of a Member State;

(b) inviolability for ail papers and documents;

(c) the right to use codes and to receive and send papers or
correspondence by courier or in sealed bags;

(d) exemption in respect of hinseif and his spouse and members
of bis family forming part of bis household f rom immigration
restrictions, aliens registration or national service
obligations;

(e) the same facilities in respect of currency or exchange
restrictions as are accorded to diplomatic agents;

(f) the same exemption from examination of personal baggage as
diplomatic agents;

(g) the privilege of admission of articles other than motor
vehicles for their personal or family use free of duty and
taxes at ail times, provided that any article which was
exempted from duty and taxes sball be subject thereto at the
existing rates if sold or otherwise disposed of in Canada
within a period of one year from the date of acquisition and
the vendor shahl bo hable for such duties and taxes;

(h) the privilege of exemption from excise duty îinposed under
the Excise Act on domestic spirits and tobacco purcbased
from licensed manufacturers in Canada;

(i) the priviiege of exemption f romn excise and/or sales tax ondomestic spirits, vine. and tobacco products when purchased
direct from liconsed manufacturers for the personal use of
the applicant, and on aie, beer and stout wben purchased
under appropriate certificate f rom liconsed manufacturers,
provided that amy article which vas exempted f rom those
taxes shall be subject thereto at the existing rates if sold
or othervwise disposed of in Canada withip a period of oneyear from the date of purcbaso and the vendor shahl be
hiable for such tax.

Article 14
Other staff

Nembers of the administrative staff of a mission,
together with mesmbers of their families farming part of their
househohâs, members of the service staff of a mission, and
private servante of members of a mission shall emjoy, if they are
mot nationals or permanent rosidonts of Canada, the privileges
and immunities accorded ta the same categories of persans under
the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations, subject ta
correspomding conditions and obligations.

Article 15
Inviolability of mission

The promises of the mission and the rasidence of a
Permanent Representative shahl b. inviolable. Canadian
authorities may flot enter tbem, except with the consent of the
