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If the Government of Canada concurs ini the foregoing conclusions, I have
the honor to suggest, upon instruction from my Government, that this Note
and your reply shall constitute an agreement to give effect to these conclusions,
which shall enter into force on a date to be fixed subsequently by arrangement
between our two governments.

I have the honor to suggest, furthermore, that the carrying out of this
agreement be le! t to lhe St. Lawrence Seaway Development Corporation and
the St. Lawrence Seaway Authority ýas the designated agencies of the two
governments.è
