Article4
Two copies of this Convention shial be authenticated by the signatv

of the President of the Conference and of the Director-Qeneral of the Intf
national Labour Office. 0f these copies one shall bc deposited in thec archi«V
of the International Labour Office and the other shall be communicated
the Secretary-General of the United Nations for registration in accordaM
with Article 102 of the Charter of the United Nations. The Director-Gener
shall cojnmunicate a eertified copy of this Convention to each of the MenibE
of the International Labour Organisation.

Article 5
I. The formai ratifications of this Convention shall be communicated

the Director-General of the International Labour Office.
2. The Convention shall corne into force at the date on which the rai

fications of two Members of the International Labour Organisation have bel
received by the Director-Generai.

3. On the comning into force of this Convention and on the subfeque,
rceeipt of furtbay ratifications of the. Convention, the Director-General of t,
International Labour Office shail so notif.y all the M1verbers of the Internatii
Labour Organisation and. the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

4. Eac~h 'Member of the Organisation which ratifies this Con~vention thet
recoginises the validity of any action taken thereunder during the ntr
between the fist eopiing ixito force of the Convention~ and the date of t V
ratificain.
