continued as set out in the bill before the
house, why should it not be for only one
year?

Mr. St. Laurent: It is only for one year.

Mr. Green: No. The provision is that it
may be extended for a further year simply
by an address to both houses, which means
that there can be no questioning but merely
set speeches in one debate.

Mr. St. Laurent: I am sure there would be
no objection, if that were satisfactory to the
house. What we feel is that the legislation
should be in existence; but there are suffic-
iently frequent sessions of parliament to
renew it from year to year as long as it may
have to be in existence. If it were more
satisfactory to have it only for one year,
without any statement about how it can be
further continued, there would be no objec-
tion. That is a matter of form and procedure
that can be dealt with. But I understand
that the real objection is to its existence at
all beyond May 31, 1953.

Mr. Green: That is right.

Mr. St. Laurent: That is the real objection.
We have given, perhaps, not reasons but
just fears; and there have been newspapers
which have said that this is just the result
of fear. It is. It is just the result of fear
that makes us recommend these huge appro-
priations for our defence services. Perhaps
we are too fearful, but most of us prefer
to continue even though the inspiration may
be fear of what might happen, though that
is coupled with the hope that it will not
happen.
