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the absence of a posted price. The ordinary producer
would have no way of finding out wbat the price should
be. He would be operating frorn a position of weakness,
witb no bargaining power whatever.

This is the direction in which we are heading as a result
of what the two ministers I have rnentioned have done, or
are failing to do. And what action does the Minister of
Agriculture take? H1e simply tries 10 keep a low profile. He
tries to keep out of sight while we subsidize to the extent
of $1 a bushel every bushel of barley that goes into the
market east of the Ottawa River. At the same time, those
wbo represent the Quebec farmers dlaim they are being
overcharged for f eed grain.

Somebody is ripping off the farmers of western Canada
and the feeders of eastern Canada at one and the sarne
time. We deserve better than this from the marketing
rnechanism. We did have a good marketing mechanisrn but
it is being destroyed piece by piece by those who should be
responsible for il.

I arn not going to vote for the motion that bas been put
hefore this House hecause I have no confidence in the
people wbo sit to my right. The hon. member for Battle-
ford-Kindersley (Mr. Horner) said when the f eed grain
policy was announced that he agreed witb it. He is on
record in the Star-Phoenix as agreeing with the govern-
ment's policy, whicb will cost the western farmer $1 for
every bushel of barley be selîs. The minister of agriculture
of Alberta said he had some reservations about it, and 1
know what bis reservations are. His only reservations are
that the guys in Quehec are going to get the same deal that
be gets, and he wants the guys in Quebec to ho shaf ted.

Why sbould I support people who refuse to agree to
orderly marketing for rapeseed or flaxseed? Why should I
support people wbo are not in favour of orderly marketing
for western grains and whose policy is as ambivalent as
that of tbe minister in charge of the Wbeat Board?

Mr. Horner (Crowfoot): It is not as clear as yours.

Mr. Gleave: Mine is very clear.

Mr. Speaker: Order. I very much regret that I bave to
interrupt the bon. member, but bis time appears to bave
expired.
