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What this country needs is an end to food banks, to
homelessness, to soup kitchens. We need a fair taxation
system where upper-income Canadians and profitable
corporations pay their fair share.

Somne hon. members: Hear, hear!

Ms. McLaughlin: What this country needs is a goverfi-
ment that moves toward social fairness. There should be
investment in our people through higher education, job
training, employment flexibility and child care. A sub-
stantial and immediate eut in mnterest rates would take
billions off the deficit, would assist our fariners, assist
small business and get this economy moving.

We need a budget that has a plan to develop and
sustain our regional communities. We need to see a
budget that has a strong, concrete, specifie commitrnent
to the environment.

Somne hon. members: Hear, hear!

Ms. McLaugblin: We need a budget that will ensure
that no matter where you live in this country, from coast
to coast to coast, you will have the opportunity to have a
job, to have dignity, to stay in that community to build a
strong country.
