A Now Winnipeg Industry.

The manufacture of beverages has become
one of the most extensive industries in Win-
nipeg. From the number aund oxtent of
the manufacturing establishmeats ia these lines,
one would be led to suppose that the people of
this_country are heavy drinkers. The Wioni-
pog manufactures, however, are confined to
tho milder sorts of boverages, ales and beers
being the strongest kindsof liquid refreshmeats
mado here, In theso goods the trade of the
cityislarge A very large business is also done
in the manufacture of temperance drinks, and

this spring & new firm has been added to the
list of lucal manafacturiog establishments in
tho latter class of goods.

The now firm wo refer to is O'Kelly Bros. &
Co., who opened business in Winnipeg early in
May, in tho premises adjoining Tux CoMmeR
ctal office. This firm carried on business
formerly in the manufacture of aerated waters
at Pembroke, Ontario. J. O'Kelly, while on a
business trip to the west last winter, srranged
with & number of Wi{anipeg dealors in acrated
waters, to open a factory for the manufacture
of theso goods in Winnipog. Tho firm there
foro came here under agreoment with a numnber
ol the largest dealers in _the city, the dealers
agrecing to purchase from tho firm, and tho
lagter agrecing to supply tho goods at atated
prices.

Tho premises secured wero fitted up with the
lates. improved machivery, purchased in New
York, and including two large gas gencrators
and three cylinders, two bottling tables, steam
bottle washer, otc. The latter is a vory useful
machine 1n an establishment of this kind, and
does its work quickly and perfeotly. Thero is
also & special machine for bottling St. Leon
water. This is a woll known miveral watoer,
which is received in barrels, from the springs
in Quebec province. U'he building is furnished
with steam for power and other purroses, and
is well adap'ed for the business,  The ground
floor i3 100 feot deep by 30 feet wide, and sec-
ond floor, which is used for storage principally,
the same size,

The principal goods manufactured by O'Kelly
Bros, are champaign cider, cream soda, club
suda, lemonade, sarsaparilla, ginger ale, eto;
also brewed ginger beer, and St. Leon water is
bottled on the premises. The firm ha: donea

ood trade from the opening day here, ard the

usiniess is iacreasiog. The business is largely
in the city, but some mail orders are coming in,
and now that the firm are getting established,
it is the intention to give more at{ention to the
country trade. J. O'Kelly, who is at present
looking after the firm’s interest in Ontario, will
roturn to Winnipeg and start in to work up
outsido wusivess. The establishment here is in
charge of C. O'Kelly. Ed. Joly, who has had
twenty years experience in Oatario, with this
and other firms, is foreman of the establish
ment. Ten hands are employed in the works.
