Berlin,. Oct. 11.—There is much evi-
dence to show that Germany's meat
famine is growing worse. Reports
from all parts of the country mdke
mention of the measures that are be-
ing taken to abate the famine,

At Eisenach it was decided to estab-
lish regular rates by the markets and
in the Munich public markets also rab-
bit stalle have been-opened.

Since horse flesh has risen in price
and dog flesh is no longer obtainable,
several municipalities began the. buy-
ing of car loads of seafish at the coast
towns and selling them at cost to eiti-
zens, This expedient was first adopt-
ed at Solingen, but has now spread to
various Westphalian ocities, to Posen
and even to Bavarian towns.
