Her doctor knew her constitution
Wweil, and had no hesitation about adminis-
tering the anesthetic, as she had no orgame
disease of t}e heart and was in appgr-
ently good héalth. All the customary pre-
¢autions and preparations were made, and
the result of the operation seemed entirely
Satisfactory till six or -sevem teeth were
extracted.

The Chloroform Was Fatal.

Then the dentist noticed a deathlike ap-
Pearance come over her face. He at once
administered the usual restoratives, which
falled to meet with the slightest response
from the patient. Another medical man
Was called, but the combined skill could
not restore her to consclousness. Untll the
fatal moment came everything seemed fav-
orable, and, the doctor, who has adminis-
lered such anesthetics over 400 times, had
Dot the slightest apprehension as to danger,
28 no coloring of the skin or vomiting were
arparent and her breathing and pulse were
Quite normal under such conditions.

HE WRITES HIM AN OPEN LETTER

—

Did Mr, BOrdgn Not Give a - Tele-
graph Order to Sell Boose in
Canteens in 1896 ¢

-

An open letter to the Hon. Mr. Borden,
Minister of Militia and Defence:

Sir,—On the floor of the House of Com-
mons, according to a report in The Globe

of the 14th Instant, you made a personal
reference to myself in which you charge
me with having made an unfair attack upon
you and of being guilty of inaccuracies
thereln. This took place, you stated to the
House, at the Prohibition convention held in
Toronto on the 11th instant, during a debate
on a motion demanding from your deparie
ment the complete enforcement of the Gen-
eral Order of the 1st of December, 1893,
abolishing the sale of intoxicating lquor at
camps of military instruction.

My principal complaint against you, was
that you had, according to a common re-
pert, I might say common knowledge, at
the camp In 1896, just before the camp at
Niagara was formed, issued permission by
telegram or otherwise for the reestablish-
ment of .canteens for the sale of these
liquors at sald camps. As all the other
complaints I made against your administra-
tion of your department largely depended
upon this one 1 need not re-state them
here. In carefully reading your remarks to
the House 1 find you did not deny the truth
of this complaint. Are you in a position to
deny the issuing of such permission? If
no such permission was granted how is it
that thege canteens were in full operation
without let or hindrance in 1896-97-98%
You were present in camp at Niagara in
1806. You saw, you must have seen, that
canteens were there doing thelr evil work,
yet you gave no sign or uttered no woni
for their suppression. Did not this fact
Justify the bellef that you had granted
Dermission for thelr re-establishment? You
could easily have had these places closed
f you had wished it. The order of 1593
pointed out that after its promulgation any
one selling liquor in military camps would
be liable fo punishment by the military
anthorities for a breach of military disecip-
line, and also by the Provinecial aathorities
for selling liquor without license, With all
needed power at your disposal, with offi-
clals and officers under your command,
ready to obey your 4vishes, you permit
these military saloons to exist for three
years, '06, 07 and ’'98, as they had existed
under the old regulations and as if there
was no order requiring their suppression.
What inaccuracy, what unfairness can there
be in blaming you, the responsible head
of the Militia Department, for the continu-
ance of the unmitigated evils of these
canteens? e

The evidence In possession of the public
that intoxicating Ilquors were sold th& sea-
son at the Leondon'and Niagara camps s,
I think, beyond a doubt. Your bringing
Mrs. Thornley’s name before Parliament
regarding such sale at the London camp,
was, I think, unnecessary. That lady's
letter to you was apparently in the nature
of a private communiecation, Your asking
her for the name of her informant was
Scarcely candid. . The medical officers and
the fleld officers in chmp, while on ' duty,
would have to visit the canteens “daily and
would come offfeiglly: into contact with
what was being done therein. If you put
these gentlemen on evidence I have no
doubt you will get full information.

In conclusion, "I have not taken the
osition I occupy on this matter from any

ostility to the present Government. 1
have been a life-long member of the Re-
form party and have not yet lost confidence
in its general policy, but I have a strong
conviction that unless Provinelal Prohi-
bition be granted, ard the sale of intoxicat-
ing liquors be stamped out at volunteer
camps there are scores of life-long members
of the Liberal party who will find it hard
work to vote for the Government at the
next election.
