ROBERTS IS NOW AGROSS.

His Force Encamped on the North
Bank on Sunday—~Canadian
Artillery Hustled.

London, May 27.—The War Office has re-
ceived the following from Lord Roberts:
“Verceniging, Sunday, May 27, 1.50 p.m,
—We orossed the Vaal this morning, and
are now encamped on the north bank.
The advance troops, which crossed yester-
day, were only just in time to save the
coal mines on both this and the other side
of the river from being destroyed, Our

casualties were four.

“Baden-Powell reports that the rallway
between Mafeking and Buluwayo has been
restored, and that supplies are being
brought into Mafeking. He says the Cana-
dian artillery joined Col. Plumer from
Beira with incredible rapidity.

This will not
mean any increase in the price of tea to
the consumer. Matting will be one and a
-guarter cents instead of three-quarters of
a cent as hitherto.
