It is the duty of an execu-
tor or administrator applying ror letters
probate to file with the Surrogate Resis-
trar a full statement under oath,showing
a full itemized inventory of the prop-
erty of the deceased and the persons to
whom the estgte shall pass.

act then provides that the Surrogate
Registrar, upon receiving the report of
the sheriff, shall fix the cash value of
all estate, interests, annuities and lite
estates, or terms of years growing out
of the estate, and the duty to which
the same is liable. Any person dissat-
isfled with the appraisement may ap-
peal to the Surrogate judge, whose de-
cision shall be final, unless the property
