Roosevelt in his annual message to
Congress after reecounting the steps
that led to the formation of the Alas-

kan Tribunal says:

“Om ‘the 20th of October, 2 majority
of the tribunal reached and signed an
agreement on all the gquestions sub~
mitted by the terms of the conven-
tion. By this award the right of the
{ United States to the control of a con-
' tinuous strip of border of the mainiand
| shore, skirting all the tide water, in~
ljets and sinuosities of the coast, is
confirmed; the éntrance to Portland
Canal (concerning Wwhich legitimate
| doubt appeared), is defined as passing
by Tongass Inlet and to the north-
les and Pearse Islands;
@ line is drawn from the head of Port-
jand Canal to the fifty-sixth degree
of north latitude, and the interior bor~
p is fixed by lines
certain mountain summits
iying between Portland Canal and
Mount St. Elias, running along the
| crest divide separating the coast glope
‘from the inland watershed at the only
|part of the frontler where the drain~
age ridge approaches the coast with-
iin the aistancé of ten marine leagues,
| stipulated by the treaty as the extremic
width of the strip around the heads of
Lynn Canal and its branches,

“While the line so traced follows the
provisional demarcation of 1878 at the
crossing of the Stikine Biver, and that
of 1 at the summits of the Whita
and Chilkoot Passes, it runs much
further inland from the Klehini than
the temporary lines of the late modus
vivendi, and leayes the entire mining
district of the Porcupine River and
Glacier Creek within the jurisdiction of
the United States.

“The result is satisfactory in every
way. It is of great material advant-
age to our people in the Far North~
west, It has removed from the field
of discussion and possible danger &
question Hable to become more Acute
ly accentuated with each passing year.
Finally, it has furnished a signal proof
of the fairness and good will with
which two friendly nations can ap~-
proach. and determine issues involviug
national sovereignty, and by their na-
ture incapable of submission to a third
power for adjudication,

“The award is self-executing on the
vital points. To make it effective as
regards the others, it only remains
for the.two governments to appoint,
each on its own behalf, one or more |
sclentific experts, who shall, with all
convenient speed, yroceed together to
lay down the boundary line in .ae-
cordance with the ‘decision of the ma-
jority of the Tribunal. I recommend
that the Congress make adequate pro=
vision for the appointment, compensa-
tion and expenses of the members to
serve on this joint boundary commis-
sion on the part of the United States.”

Regarding the Panama treaty, he
said: “The exyperience of over half a
century has shown Colombia to be ut~
terly incapable of keeping order on
the Isthmus, The control, in the in-
terest of commerce of the whole civil-
jzed world, of undisturbed transit
across the Isthmus has become of
{transcendant importancé to the Unit-
|ed Btates.

“Under such circumstances the gov=
lernment would have been guilty of
folly and weakness, amounting in thejr
sum to a crime ugainst the nation,
had it acted otherwise than it did when
the revolution last took place. Colom-
bia, by her persistence in repulsing the
advances that have been made, forced
us, for the sake of our own honor, to
the decisive steps to end a condition
n{)lm‘ralm that had become Intoler~
able,”

The decision of the Court of Appral
in the case of the extension of time
for the hearing of the North Norfolk
and North Perth election petitions was
handed down Yesterday. Mr, Justice
Osler granted an order postponing the
hearing of the petitions till Jan. 81
next, and this was appealed against hy
the Liberhls, who claimed that a date
for the trials ought to have been fixed,
and as the s'x months’ lmit had been
passed the petitions should fail. The
Chiet Justice, in announcing the de-
cision, said: We have come to the
conclusion that the orders were prop-
erly made, under the circumstances,
and that the discretion of Mr, Justice
Osler to extend the time was rightly
exercised. order 1is rmed.

T'he whole court agreed. In a lengihy
written judgment it was found that
the duty of fixing the time and place
of the trials belonged to the judges,
as the Conservatives contended, and
that the demands of justice required
an extension, The fact that, owirs
to other engagemerits the judges were
unpble to commence the trials within
the time limit should not prejudice the
petitioners, and probably the only mo-
tion open to them under the circum~
stances was to extend the time. The
Judgment goes on to pay: -

“It was argued that the peitioners
have shown no diligence in preparing
for trial, and that the affidavits show
that they weoald not have been ready

to proceed on any of the days mention- |

ed, But if the days had been fixed
they would have been obliged to pro-
ceed or show good grounds for a b=
vonement. If they proceeded, 2%5
want of preparation could be no disad-~
vantage to the respondents, and if they
applied for a postponement their neg-
lect to take the usual steps could be
strongly urged in opposition to the ap-
plication, While f{he lapse of three
months from the presentation of the
petition, without the day for trial hav-
ing been fixed, entitles any elector in~
terested to move under sec, 46 1o ex-
ypedite matters by procuring himself
to be substituted for the petitioner, it
is mot open to the respondent to com-
plain of lack of diligence by the
petitioner within the six months-no
days for tirial having been fixed, If
days had been fixed, and there were
delays after that, different considera-
tions might arise.

“Much of what was necessary to be
shown on the application to extend the
time transpired in the presence of the
learned judge, and the facts were with-
in his own knowledge: There is no
reason why he should not act upon that
knowledge.

“And, having regard to the whole
eircumstances, the justice of the case
was entirely in favor of making the
| orders. The learned judge rightly
| exercised his discretion upon sufficlent
| grounds and for sufficlent reasons ap-
pearing before him, and his orders
should not be interfered with.-

“Having regard to the statute and
rules and the stage at which the ap-
plications were made, the appropriate
form of the orders would seem to be
{to extend the time for fixing the days
of trial rather than the time for the |
commencement of the trial. If neces |
sary they may be amended In that re~
spect,

“The cases will then be left to be
[ dealt with by the election judgesalong
witn the other petitions on the Regis-
trar's list, The appeals are dismissed;
