Protect Canadian Labor.
Mr. Maclean urged the government 

to Insert ns a condition of the subsidy 
that only Canadian labor should be 
employed on the work. In no other 
way, he said, could alien labor be ex­
cluded. General legislation would not 
serve the purpose. The transcontin­
ental railway bill should have con­
tained a clause reserving the whole 
work for Canadians.

"That is what we are trying to do 
by the alien labor art." said Sir Wil­
frid. "But suppose the senate doesn't, 
pass the alien labor bill,” suggested 
Mr. Maclean.

This possibility the prime minister 
declined to consider.
