LONDON, March 21.—Judging by the 
trials rowed by the Oxford and Cam­
bridge crews this week, the university 
boat race, which is to be decided a fort­
night hence, is going to be an exciting 
one. Both eights have been over the 
championship course during the last few 
days—the light blues twice, on Saturday 
last and again on Thursday, and Oxford 
to-day.

The results ef the spins show the two 
crews more evenly matched than they 
have been for years past. Cambridge 
having on Thursday, negotiated the course 
in 19 minutes 36 seconds, or half a minute 
faster than they took in their previous 
effort.

Friends of Oxford were anxious to see 
what the dark blues could do. With this 
end In view the Oxonians were given a 
trial over the full course to-day, and the 
result must have been very pleasing to 
their partisans, for they succeeded in 
passing the winning post at Mortlake in 
one second slower time than their rivals 
had taken the day before.

Some critics had it that the conditions 
to-day were less favorable than those on 
Thursday. This is true to some extent, 
when the heavy atmosphere this after­
noon is taken into consideration, but the 
river was certainly much smoother than 
on Thursday, and there was no wind to 
bother the rowers.

N.A.A.O. Eight-Oared Crews Probably 
Not Eligible for Olympic Races.

NEW YORK, March 2L—Springfield, 
Mass., was set to-rilght as the place, and 
Aug. 14 and 15 as the dates for the next 
national regatta of the National Associa­
tion of Amateur Oarsmen of America. 
The meeting of the national committee 
was held at the New York Athletic Club. 
The Harlem Regatta Association and the 
Saratoga Association were the only other 
bidders for the regatta.

The executive committee gave permis­
sion to the following clubs to hold re­
gattas on the dates named:

Harlem Regatta Association, May SO; 
Schuylkill River Rowing Club, June 20 
and July 4; Connecticut Valley Rowing 
Club, Springfield, Mass., July 4; New 
England Rowing Association, July 4 and 
Labor Day, Sept. 7; Springfield Boat

Rowing Association, July 18; Middle
