The History of the Case.

The trouble arises as the result of
affidavits filed by Henry Thompson, &
real estate man, of New Liskeard,
and others, in 1904, in which it was
declared that valuable discoveries had
been made on behalf of the applicants
by John Piche, a prospeetor. Later
Piche made affidavits to the same ef-
fect. The leases were issued, but
shortly after, J. H. Gaiser, a prospec-
tor, filed papers hlleging discovery on
Thompson's claim and demanding that
the lease granted to Thompson oOn
Piche’'s affidavit should be cancelled,
(Gajser saying that Piche had never
made a discovery.

Gaiser wanter the attorney-general
to give him a flat to brihg action
against Thompson and the Temiskam-
ing and Hudson Bay Mining Company,
to whom Thompson's lease, and other
leases obtained on Piche's affidavits,
r.ad been transferred, the action
to be brought in the attorney-
general's name. The madtter was ar-
ranged by the government eéntering
ar action against Thompsor and the
Temiskaming and Hudson Bay Mining
Company, and promising to setile with
Gaiser if the leases were found to be
at fault.

The company denied all charges of
traud, and said they acted in good
faith, and that no untrue represen-
tations were made to the crown lands
department,

The case was set down for trial at
the non-jury sittings on March 16,
1004, Pinkerton & Clute had handled
the matter for Gaiser. With their as-
sistance, Chas. Ritchie, K.C., was ap-
pointed to prosecute the matter for
the government,

peared, and warrants were jssued for
‘hig arrest as a material witness. He
could not be found, however, and was
rot arrested until July 7th last.
