[ORE GOLD TO COME The Toonto stock market maintain­
ed its own individuality yesterday, and 
the reaction on Wall street 'conse­
quently had practically no influence 
on local securities. The pool in Steel 
of Canada kept Its grip on Its special­
ty and carried the price to a new high 
at 84 7-8. Cement and Smelters were 
firmer, but in the balance of the mar­
ket there was no noteworthy change- 
Brazflian and Toronto jails continued 
weak under pressure of offerings, but 
as there are specific reasons for this 
weakness they had no special effect 
upon the market In general. Signs are 
accumulating to show that speculation 
Is falling off and a quieter market 
seems assured. That this may mean 
a decline in prices depends somewhat 
upon the temper of present holders, 
but usually a tame market makes for 
lower quotations.

The return of the touring brokers 
to the floor of the Standard Stock 
Exchange yesterday from their trip 
up north was signalized by the big­
gest day’s business this year, and the 
second largest day In some years. The 
broad tendency of the market was 
again in evidence, with attention be­
ing given to practically all parts of 
both the Cobalt and Porcupine lists.

The general market continue*, very 
bullish in tone, with çeveral of the Is­
sues making substantial Increases.
Exceptional gains were made by Tcck- 
Hngtes and Kenabeek, but half the 
stocks on the list would have to be 
mentioned if all tbe featüres were 
pointed out.
