Bills were submitted for work done by
the city dredge at the Stetson Cutler’s
mill and for the St. John River Log
Driving Co. The former amounted to
$226.67 and the latter to $1400.80. The
chamberlain was guthorized to send out
the bills. ‘The aldermen commented
favorably on the fact that the dredge had
earned this money for the city.
