Syrian Woman in New York
with Harrowing Story

Her Home Burned, Husband
and Sons Killed; Three Lit-
tle Daughters Taken Into
Captivity. :

“When you of America lose a member
of your family you say: ‘The Lord hath
given and the Lord hath taken away;
blessed be the name of the Lord’ When
we of Syria lose a member of our family
we say: “God gave, but the Turk took.”

This was the statement made by Mrs.

| Varter Nazarian, who landed in New

York from Pthe Fabre Line steamer Ma-
donna. Accompanying Mrs. Nazarian
was her sister, Miss Myriam Boghighian.

Mrs. Nazarian told the story of how
the Turks burned her home, killed her
husband and two sons, and kidnapped
her three daughters. Every detail of the
story was corroborated by Miss Boghig-
hian and by Capt. George Carpenter,
head of the immigration department of
the Salvation Army, who is making ar-
rangements for Mrs. Nazarian to Jjoin
her uncle, Hagop Boghighian, a mer-
chant of 48 Water street, Boston.

“Relatives of mine were in dire need,”
said Mrs. Nazarian. “My . husband
urged me to go to them and lend as-
sistance if I could do so. I left my home
and went to their aid. I was away
two weeks, leaving my five children in
the care of ,my husband. The older
daughter was to look out for the younger
children.

Her Home Was Destroyed.

“«At length I returned. I found noth-
ing of my house but ashes, the broken
timbers and the wreckage of all my
possessions. Neighbors told me that
while I had been away a Turk raiding
party had descended upon the house and
butchered my husband and two sons.
The girls—they took them away. Syrian

or nautical mile of 6,080 feet, making a

difference of about one-seventh between

the two; the Scotch mile of 5,929 feet,
and the Irish mile of 6,720 feet.

The German mile of today is 24,318
feet in length, more than four and a half
times as long as our mile. The Dutch
have a mile of 19,295 feet, the Danes one
of 24,875 feet, and the Prussians one of
24,856 feet; and the Swiss get more cx-
ercise in walking one of their miles than’
we get in walking five of ours, for their
mile is 27,459 feet long, and ours but
5,280 feet. =

The Italian mile is only a few feet
longer than ours, the Roman mile is
shorter, and the Tuscan mile, as well as
the Turkish mile, is 450 feet longer. The
Swedish mile is 22,098 feet, and the Aus-
trian post mile is 25,087 feet in length.

Besides this list of twelve different
miles, there are other measures of dis-
tance, not counting the French kilometer,
which is rather less than two-thirds of
a mile. The Brazilians have a milia
that is one and one-fourth times as long
as our mile; the Neapolitan miglio is
about the same length; the Japanese ri
is about two and one-half times as long
as our mile; the Russian verst, five-
eighths as long. The Persian standard
is a farsakh, about four miles long, which
is not far from the supposed length of
the parasang, so familiar to every s¢hool
boy who has read Xenophon’s “Ana-
basis.” ' The distance indicated by the
league also varies in different countries.

PENNSYLVANIA
POPLAR

State Forester Believes Trees- of North
Carolina Variety Will Thrive in the
North.

North Carolina poplar trees will be
planted in Pennsylvania state forests, if
it is found they thrive there, to provide
future relief from the newsprint paper
famine which is growing more acute
each year. Gifford Pinchot, chief Penn-
sylvania state forests, has started an in
vestigation into the possibilities g)f
growing the North Carolina poplar in
Pennsylvania.

Two previous experiments, attempted
on a commercial scale in Pennsylvania,
did not prove successful. Chief Forester
Pinchot believes that successful results
can be accomplished if the right methods
are applied. If the experiment is suc-
cessful a large quantity of wood for the
manufacture of newsprint paper can be
supplied in Pennsylvania within the next
ten or twelve years.

The North Carolina poplar is one of
the fastest growing trees in this climate.
It averages well over an inch in diamet-
er each year, so that lumbering could be
undertaken profitably within ten or
iwelve years. Its texture is admirably
adapted to the manufacture of pulp
wood for newspapers.

L. W. Keller, chief of the bureau of
silviculture in the state forestry depart-
ment, who will investigate the matter,
has inspected a plantation started twen-
ty-two years ago near Tyrone by the
West Virginia Pulp and Paper Com-
pany. Trees of a height from ten to
twelve feet were planted ten feet apart
on a rocky hillside.

They failed to thrive and the planta-
a failure. They
grew slowly and were attacked by oyster
shell scale and borers. Keller believes
that by planting smaller North Carolina
poplars closer together on better soil
they wil Wthrive—Philadelphia North
American.
