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THE CENSUS.

The census of Canada will be: taken
next year and we understand that the
de jure system of enumeration is to be
followed, as was the case with the census
of 1881. This system, we believe, was in-
troduced by Mr. Toche for the purpose of
preventing the decline of the population
of Quehec as compared with Ontario
from being too apparent as under it Can-
adians temporarily residing in the Unit-
ed States were enuwerated. The opera-
tion of this system was, however, very un-
fair to the English speaking provinces of
Canada, for while in them no
attempt was made to count the
absentees as part of the population, this
appears to have been done systematical-
ly in the province of Quebec. If the
same plan of enumeration is now to be
followed there certainly ought to be a

p 1 to indicate those who
are absent, and to this might be append-
ed another column showing how long
they had been absent, in order that the
census compilers may be ina position
to judge of their right to be enumerated,
and the Qrobability of their return.

Canadian territory, but until this is done
we do not know that there is any partic-
ular necessity for a fourth line.

We
think it reasonably certain that the
proposal to conmstruct the Harvey-
Salisbury line as a government work
will be defnitely abandoned, but
whether a large subsidy will be given to
the other line may admit of some doubt.

CANADIAN CEPERHEIDS'

The whole aim and object of the op-
position to Sir John A. Macdonald’s gov-
ernment is to belittle the Dominion  of
Canada, and to make it appear that the
country is being ruined in consequence
of the policy of the existing administra-
tion. This is a plan that has been steadily
adopted by the Grits ever since they
were hurled from powerin the summer
of 1878, and which, in spite of its utter
failure to benefit either their party or
the country, seems likely to be persisted
in until the end. It is safe to say that
so long as the Grits continue their pres-
ent hostilz attitude to the interests of
Canada, so long will the people of Can-
ada refuse to place any confidence in
them, or to entrust them with the  reins
of power. The animus of the opposition
came out very strongly yesterday in the
House of Commons in a discussion which
arose in regard to the census returns
and the question of immigration. Theim-
migration report for last year shows that
a considerable number of persons settled
in the provinces of New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia during the year 1889,
the number who settled in this province
according to the report, being 3714,while
the new settlers in Nova Scotia were put
down 2395. These figures were ridiculed
by Messrs. Welsh, Ellis and Kirk, three
Maritime province grits, who have for
years been engaged in attempts to be-
little Canada and who therefore see with

Under the British North America Act
the number of members in the House
of Commons for the province of Quebec
always will stand at 65 but the repre-
sentation of other provinces will be in-
creased or dimished as their population
grows or declines as compared with that
of Quebec. We think that the coming
census will give this Province an ad-
ditional member, and that the re-
tarns will show for us a very consider-
able increase of population. Itis probable.
that there will be a redistribution of
seats in this Province also, after
the census, and certainly something will
be done with this constituency which re-
quires 4 new arrangement of its repre-
sentatich.

. THE SHORT LINE AGITATION-
During the next week or {wo we are
likely to hear a great deal in regard to
the various routes for a short line be-

tween Halifax and Montreal, which have
been proposed by parties interested in

that subject. Our resders are all quite

familiar with what has been done in re-
gatd to the Harvey-Salisbury line, which
was abandoned, for the time at least, in
consequence of the refusal of the Senate
to pass.the bill authorizing the construe-
tion of the road. Since then we have
had a survey undertaken at the expense
of the government of Canada, witha
view of aBcertaining what difficulties
there were in the constrnction of the
line and its probable cost. In the mean-

' time another enterprize of great magni-

tude has come up which is backed by
the Grand Trunk Railway of Canada.
This isthe proposed line from Ed t
to Moncton, which aims to give a
short line through Canadian' terri-
tory which cannot be interfered with
by .any hostile attitude on the part
of the congress of the United States.
It is claimed that this Edmunston-Monc-
ton line and its connexions would make
a line from Halifax to Montreal as short
or shorter, than the existing short line,
and that it would bave the additional
advantage of developing a very consider-
able portion of the territory of New
Brunswick through which it would pass.
The Fredericton people, however, are not
satisfied with the substitution of the
Edmunston-Moncton line for the Harvey-
Salisbury line, and they have sent a
delegation to Ottawa to work against the
former, and to endeavor to secure the
construction of the latter. Itis under-
stood that Mr. Edward Jack and his as-
sociates on that delegation will endeavor
to impress upon the government the fact
that the territory from Edmuns"(on to
Moncton, through which the line would
pass, is to a large extent worthless
and - of no agricultural  value.
This, however, is a drawback which
appertains to all of the interior territory
of New Brunswick on the carboniferous
formation, all our spruce land being a
comparatively lean and hungry soil
Nor is it at all clear thateven if the land
was well suited for agricultural pur-
poees, ‘that fact would give
the road a larger traffic than a coun-
ty well timbered as that territory
certainly is, and capable of supplying
large quantities of lumber for the mar-
kets both of Great Britain and the United
States. The claims of the conflicting

n

_ lines are likely to produce a great deal

of controversy at Ottawa where, indeed,
there are many people who favor neither
of them, thinking that the existing fac-
ilities are quite sufficient. Sheriff Tem-
ple, who has a very sirong desire to sell
his bridge at Fredericton to the govern-
ment, has been extremely active 1n pro-
moting the Harvey-Salisbury line, but if
this cannot be built by the government
he suggests as an alternative route that
the‘Temiscouata Railway continue their
line down to Woodstock and Fredericton
on the west side of the St. John river and
from thence make a connexion by way of
the head of Grand Lake to Moncton.
This plan has the merit of utilizing the
Fredericton bridge and makes its pur-
chase a necessity by whatever railway
company undertakes to operate that
line, but we do not know that it has any
other merits. It seems to us that these
matters of railway connection might be
allowed to rest for a year or two without
any serious injury to any interest, unless,
indeed, the Americans show a disposition
to prevent goods passing in bond throu .h
their territory from one part of Canada
to another. This measure on their part,
of course, would make it absolutely nec-
essary for a line to be constructed short-
er than the Intercolonial between Mont-
real ang Halifax and wholly through

profound disgust the failure of their
schemes to make this country un-
prosperous and force it into an-
nexation with the United States.
Asthese three gentlemen have no means
whatever of ascertaining the facts them-
selves and have nothing but their own
inner consciousness to go upon, it certain-
ly evidences very great impertinence on
their part for them to undertake to con-
tradict the duly authenticated statements
of the immigration agents whose busi-
ness it is to attend to this matter and to
give reliable figures on the subject. The
reason of the extreme anger of these
three persons atthe disclosures of the
immigration report is that it entirely
knocks the bottom out of their
exodus cry, which has been so
powerful a lever with them for the pur-
pose of injuring Canada. The returns
show most clearly that in New*Bruns-
wick at least the incoming wave of fravel
is larger than the outgoing and that there-
fore the balance of gain last year was
with us and not with the United States.
As our people, who have gone abroad in
years past, ascerfllin the truth in regard
to the country to which they have emi-
grated, and have an opportunity of comp-
aring it with the country which they have
left, they have come to the contlusion
that they will do better at home than
abroad and that they have been grossly
deceived into exiling themselves from
Canada to the injury of this country and
to the benefit of a hostile neighbor. We
think that the Canadian copperheads
during this year and for many years to
come will have still greater cause to be-
wail their fate as they see this tide of
travel towards Canada increase. We are
well satisfied that the exodus, whatever
it may have amounted to in times past,
is now ended s a force for the injury of
Canada, and we believe that during the
next five years the nurber of persons
who will return to Canada from the
United States will reach tens of
thousands and will advance our
population to a corresponding extent.

Another discussion took place between
Mr. Hanington and Hon. Mr. Blair in
reference to information asked by the
former regarding the licenses of crown
lands. Mr. Hanington claimed that he
had aright to thefullest information on
the subject.

Hon. Mr. Blair said the information
asked for in the resolution of the hon.
member would be furnished. The in-
formation asked forin the amendment
could not be promised and if the hon.
member wante(? it the matter would have
to come up in the fisual way.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell submitted a report
of the president of the N. B. University
and the accounts of the institution for
the last year.

When the item for fisheries protection
was under consideration Mr. Hanington
asked for information as to how the ap-
propriation was expended and Hon. Mr.
Mitchell gave him pariiculars as to how
the amount was expended.

Mr. Hanington said it seemed that Mr.
Blair was one of & club holding a fishery
lease under the crown. He did not mean
to say there was anything wrong in this,
but.he mentioned the fact to remind the
attorney general of his charges against a
member of the old government (Mr.
Adams) because of his connexion with
the fisheries.

Hon. Mr. Blair explained his con-
nexion with the fishing club.

Mr. Smith said that now as the gov-
ernment had revenue enough to re-
ditce the stumpage, they should
abandon the policy of leasing the
fishing privileges ~of the province.
At present nearly, every lake and
stream in the province was under
lease. The fishing waters should be
thrown open to our own people instead
of a monoply being given to any arties,
more particular to outsiders. After all
the amount received from the fisheries
was small and the government should,
as he had said, abandon the policy of
leasing their rivers, lakes and streams.
He had heard of friends of the provincial
secretary receiving special privileges re-
garding fishing rights in Charlotte Co.

Mr. Labillois called attention to the
destruction of salmon in the Jacquet and
other rivers. In some cases the salmon
were destroyed by sawdust being allowed
to be thrown in the river, and in other
cases were frightened away by fires to
which he had last year called attention.

Dr. Atkinson had no objection to the
proper protection of the fisheries. He was
opposed, however, to outsiders having
special privileges over our own people,
which seemed to be the case under the
present system.

Mr. Stevens could not agree with Mr,
Hanington that there was nothing wrong
in the attorney general being a member
of a club holding a fishery lease. Minis-
ters of the crown should nor be person-
ally interested in the fishery privileges
of the province. There would be no
more inconsistency in Hon. Mr. Blair’s
fishery club coming here and asking for
a remission of part of the amount paid
by them for the right of fishing than in
the lumbermen of the north getting a
reduction of the stumpage.

Hon. Mr. Blair entered into length
articulars of his connexion with thé

arvon Fishery club. The Dungarvon
and Renous rivers had been offered to
Jease for several years, but were not bid
in. Finally in 1887, they were leased.
Messrs. Matthew Tennant and James S.
Neill weré the lessees, and it could not
be said that Mr. Neill, at the time, was
litically friendly to himseif. They
ad purchased the right to fish these
rivers for $150. After all;arrangements
had been made regarding the lease it
was proposed to form a fishing club and
he (Blair) had been asked to become a
member of that club. Being somewhat
of a fisherman he consented to join the
club. Was there anything wrong in
that? It would take a person of more
than an ordinary suspicious mind to dis-
cern any wrong in that. His connexion
with the club was purely for the innocent
amusement it afforded and no one, the
bent of whose disposition was to do other
than smell a wrong, could have reason to
complain. He was glad to hear that the
leader of the opposition did not agree
with the view of Mr. Stevens in this
matter. His connexion with the fishing
club could in no way imperil the public
interests. Members of this house have
a right to hold leases of land and mines
under the crown, and yet the member
for Westmorland (Mr. Stevens) would try
to make it appear that there was some-
thing wrong in_his (Blair’s) being a
member of the Dungarvon fishing club.
If Mr. Stevens had thought he had found
a mare’s nest he (the attorney general)
would make him a present of his achieve-
ment. The hon. member was evidently
wasting his energy in this house and
should seek other fields for his ojera-
tions. He repudiates the leader of the
opposition, who is too honest to find fault
with a matter re%arding which no honest
man can reasonably complain.

Mr. Powell asked if ‘thé Tobique was
not sub-let at a much higher rate than
paid by the immediate lessee.

The greater por-
tion of the fishing waters of the T'dbique
were owned by the N. B. Railway Com-
pany and by the holders of the private
tands.
