LAMBS FOR THE ENGLISH MARKET.

Prof, Shaw, of the Guelph Agricultural
college made an experimental shipment
of lambs fo the English market last May
and is slready apprised of the results
which are of a highly satisfactory char-
acter. The lambs were a year old,
fattened under no exceptionally favor-
able ci d d 68} pound
each, and sold for 17 cents per pound,
which was “the highest quotation in
the wholesale market.” At one year
old, says 'Prof. Shaw, our farmers
should . have no f#rouble in mak-
ing their lambs dress 75 or 80 pounds,
giving them a mnet return of $9
each. Prof Shaw writes in his
letter to the Empire :—“It is to be hoped
that our farmers will give this matter
the attention which its importance de-
mands. There are, doubtless, great pos-
pibilities connected with the future of
this teade. It may yet become one of
the most important industries of Canada.
1 go further, and say it is likely to be-
come one of the most important indos-
tries of this country ; nay it is almost
cortain to become .one of our most im-
portant industries, and I ask the farmers
of all Canada to note this fact, and to
weigh it well. If each farmer of Ontario
were to fatten but six lambs a year for
this market he would get a return of
about $54 for good average lambs for his
outlay, This is a paying return, as our
farmers very well know. We would
then have 1,200,000 lambs for anaual
shipment. This would bring- annually
into the country more than $10,000,000
of British money—a larger amount than
is now obtained for our export
of cheese from the whole Diminion. The
chief obstacles wonld arise in connection
with the transport of the lambs, and
these would relats to the lack of ship-
ping accommodation. Notwithstanding,
it is certainly true that there are splendid
possibilities in reference to this trade.”
The breeds recommended are the Ham-
shire, Shropshire, Oxford Down and
Southdown. These are all hardy breeds,
and as has been said before
in the Gazerre, it was formerly
reckoned that the same pasturage
and hay were required for keeping
one horned animal as for ten sheep.
These lambs were fed in sheds from
about the first of December till the first
of April. It would be interesting to
know how they were fed and how much
was the cost per head for fattening, and
it is persumed the details will be fur-
nished by Mr. Shaw in a subsequent let-
ter. The Gazerre has always urged
upon our farmers the profitableness of
sheep raising, and we hope the day is
not distant when they will give more at-
tention to this industry. New Bruns-
wick is much better adapted to this
branch of hnsbandry than the province
of Ontario, sheep loving and thriving
better on high and hilly land than on
the dead levels which predominate in
the west. Again, our farmers in many
instances have large areas of unproduc-
tive land which is well adapted for sheep
grazing.

OLD SHELBURNE.

An Interesting Page in Its History.
{Shelburne, N. 8., Budget.]

Qur new printing house is closely
identified with the history of Methodism
in Shelburne. In August,1785, the Rev.
Freeborn Garrettson,a Methodist minis-
ter from New. York, visited 8helburne.
He found a society here of sixteen
members. The recently arrived loyalists,
among whom were a few Methodists,
had erected a small chapel on the South
gide of Ann street near Water street.
This building proved too -smaill for
the congregation which assembled::to
hear Mr. Garrettson preach. The church
of England rector offered him the use of
his church, and pulpit, whick were glad-
ly used by the new preacher until some
of the pious vestrymen protested against
the innovation, and the doors of the
church were then closed against him.
Mr. Garrettson remained in this part of
the country for a year or two, laying
broad, and firm, the foundations upon
which the existing Methodism of the
present day stands.
