Saturday afternoon French 
from Long Pointe toWashington, D. C., Sept. 11.—Blood 

has been spilled lit Szchuan, China, 
and the situation has grown rapidly in 
seriousness.

Over twenty rioters and a number of 
soldiers have been killed during the 
last few days, resulting from attacks of 
dissatisfied natives on the Yamen, or 
residents of Chengtu, Szchuan.

This information reached the state 
department to-day.

Reports to the department indicate 
that the American women and children 
have already left Cheng Tu under es­
cort and it is thought that others also 
have departed. With 1.0<)0 soldiers, 
Tuan Fang, director of the imperial 
rail w ay, left Hankow for the disturbed 
province on Saturday. Other forces 
are being collected on the Szchuan 
border. The gravity of the conditions 
and the fearful possibilities of a mam­
moth uprising has brought the central 
government of 
cision to suppress the trouble with a 
strong hand. The leaders of the agita­
tion were arrested by the viceroy of 
the province. This inflamed their fol­
lowers and resulted in a continuous at­
tack dh the Yamen by the mob. The 
soldiers ori guard fired into the rioters, 
killing some twenty of them. The mob 
returned and in a stubborn assault on 
the viceroy's residence, slew â number 
of the troops

Later news in regard to the situation 
is unattainable, as the telegraph wires 
between Cheng Tu and Chang Kiang 
have been cut. The capital of the re­
bellious province is cut off from the 
rest of the world and the developments 
of the encounter between the mob and 
soldiers are unknown.

The political and economic ills of 
China are not all, for her troubles con­
tinue through the ravages of nature. 
Twehty-seven counties in northern 
Anhwei and Kiang Su provinces have 
been devastated by the floods of the 
uncontrollable Yangtze, according "to 
official reports to- the American lega­
tion at Pekin. Conditions in the Yang 
tze valley are reported as even 
rnoge appalling. The central govern­
ment of China has appropriated. 600,000 
taels, or about $120,000 for relief pur­
poses, but that amount is regarded as 
wholly inadequate.

Concentrating Troops.
Pekin, Sept. 11.—The Chinese gov­

ernment is concentrating troops on th i 
borders to suppress the alarming dis­
turbances in the province of Szchuan, 
should the provincial forces prove in­
sufficient or disloyal.

Sixty Canadian Methodist mission­
aries are among the Cheng Tu refu­
gees. These in all number about 100, 
of whom 30 are Americans. Nothing 
has been heard from them for the last 
four days. It is believed that they are 
being escorted by Chinese troops in the 
direction of the Yangtze Kiang.

The government has promised to 
submit to the American legation a 
comprehensive statement on the flood, 
as soon as the facts are available.
