’vIoulmb, France, Sept. 25.—Four dar-
ing aeronauts attached to the, French
army, were instantly killed near here
to-day when the dirigible army balloon
Republique exploded while sailing
along at a height of 500 feet.

The dead are: Capt. Marshal, Lieu-
tenants Cheaure, Vincenot and Rioux.

The cause of the explosion has not
)et been detetmined. THhe big balloon
was saxlmg gracefully - through the
air when buddenly there was -a louwl
report. The bag collapsed and the four
men fell to the ground, a distance of
500 feet, Life was extinct, ho“ever
before they fell ‘to ‘the earth as it is
almost certain that they were Kkilled py
the force of the explosion which cut
the balloon into ribbons.

The aeria] craft was in charge of
Capt. Marshal. Only recently the Re-
publique. was commissioned after - it
had ‘been badly damaged by - being
blown from its moorings.

DEMAND FOR EXPORT
FLOUR INCREASES

Geh’er.él Manager of Ogilvie
Company Says' Mills  Will
Be Enlarged.

Fort William, Sept. 25, — F. W.
Thompson, vice-president and general
manager of the Ogilvie Mills, Ltd,, an-
nounced yesterday that the Ogilvies
will double the capacity of the Winni-
peg mill, constructién | to'éfart this
fall.

The present capacity of the Winni-
peg mil] is 4,000 barrels a day. It was
built in 1881 with a capacity of 1,880 |
barrels and enlarged at various times
and modern machinéry added, bringing
it up to its present large capacity. The
elevator capacity’at the Winnipeg mill
was increased this year by a 300,000
bushel new elevator,

The growing confidence in the Can-
adian West by the Ogilvies was again
reflected by the announcement of Mr.
Thompson that another story would
be added to the-company’s mill here.

THE HUDSON-FULTON
CELEBRATION OPENS

Twin Rainbow Flags of Peace
Unfurled by Two
Girls.

New York, Sept. 25.—The great Hud-
son-Fulton celebration narrowly
missed terminating in ‘disaster at its
very opening to-day when the Cler-
mont, an exact reproduction of Rob-
ert Fulton’s steamboat, crashed into
the Half Moon, the replica of Henry
Hudson’s famous craft, off St.
George's, Staten Island.

The collision occurred. as the twe
vessels were swinging out of Kill Von
Kull into the upper bay, to cross to-
ward Bay Ridge, Brooklyn, and . be
joined by the escort warships.

By quick manoeuvring at the mo-

Ment of greatest danger, the accident’

was minimized and the Half Moon. es-
caped with only slight damage to her
port side,. which was scraped by the
quaint little puffing steamboat.

MORE MINERS
IDLE IN BUTTE

DECIDE TO CONTINUE
“BOYCOTT” OF ENGlNEERSi

Every Mine in muaha City
and Vicinity Is Shut
Down.

Butte, Mont., Sept. 25.—After an all-
night -meeting, marked by a series of
small -Tiots between opposing factions
of miners and mine engineers, the
Butte Miners’ Union early to-day re-
solved to continue its “boycott” of the
Engineers’ Union, No, 83, which has
seceded from the Western Federation
of Miners.

The miners, who are loyal to the fed-
eratxon declare that their withdrawal
from the mines is not a ‘strike,”” but
adherence to a rule of the federation
prohibiting them from working with
members-in bad stanging. 3

Ten thousand miners in Butte, the
heart gnd ceptre of the great ‘mining
territory of the state, and headquar-
ters for the Amalgamated Rroperties,
are idle to-day, Every mine. in this
city and viciriity is shut down and a
continuance -of "the suspension means
that within five days every smelter and
all allied industries will be closed.

The feature of the strike so far is the
use of the ‘“boycott” by one powerful
body of union men against another.
Heretofore this weapon of unionism
has been directed toward refractory
employers. To-day it is being used by
the Butte Miners’ Union to compel the
Engineers’ Union, No. 83, to remain a
part of the Western Federation of
Miners. A majority of the engineers
have seceded from the federation and
thé miners’ union hag ordered its mem-
bers not to work in mines where the
seceding engineers are employed.

Two thousand miners last night sur-
rounded the shaft of the Gagnon mine
and threatened to mob twenty-eight
miners 'who refused to obey the union’s
Fifteen police-
men and Sheriff O'Rourke, with every
deputy aiding him, managed to dis-
perse the moD 'before violence was

done.

O’Rourke threatened to order his
men to shoot at the first sign :of
trouble, and with drawn revolvers the
deputy sheriffs escorted the handful
of miners from the workings. TLater
these men agrged not to return to
work until the entire matter was set-

tled.

The gag company will
also be compelled to. comply strictly
with the regulations issued by the city
engineer’s department.

This new departure has been under
contemplation for a long time, and the
intention to make the change which
has now been decided upon has heen
recorded in the Times on more than
one occasion.

The final decision was taken on the
motion of Ald. Turner, who expressed
the opinion that the time had now ar-
rived when such a move should be
made.

FACTORY

DESTROYED BY FIRE

0ld Established Business in City Suffered Heavy
Loss This Morning— Over $50,000 Involved
in Destruction.

(From Saturday's Daily.)

Fifty thousand dollars’ worth of
property and stock, partly covered by
insurance, went up in an early morn-
.ing . blaze this morning at the biscuit
and candy factory of M., R. Smith &
Company, Niagara street, the oldest
concern of the kind on the Pacific
coast. The three-story frame building
is estimated at a loss of  $10,000, and
the balance covers the stock amd plant.
The insurance was $30,000, being about
$10,000 on the building and $20,000 on
stock and plant.

The origin of the blaze is not defi-
nitely known, but is placed by Fire
Chief Thomas Davis as having started
in the neighborhood of the engine
room. The fires had been banked at
night after the end of the day’s work,
and were so left last night. When the
brigade arrived this morning about 5.25

the building was a seething furnace,
but indications showed the fire had
commenced® at the rear corner where
the engine room is situated. That the
fire was confined to the building alone
and not allowed to spread to the frame
dwelling next door or to the stables at
the rear is a marvel, and a splendid
testimony to the efficiency of the fire
department. The destroyed building
was eighty by sixty-six feet, and
stands twelve feet from a frame dwell-
ing on one side and from twenty to
thirty feet from the stabling and barn,
which are but a few feet from a num-
ber of new houses on Ladysmith street
at the rear. The wind was blowing
freely from the south and carried the
flames directly in the direction of the
barns and stables where three horses
were stabled and the new houses on
the rear street. The strength of the
wind can be estimated and the danger
to the surrounding buildings under-
stood by the fact that as far away as
Michigan and Menzies streets black
cinders are spread on the sidewalks.
Even the parliament grounds were
covered with embers. Al} along the
sidewalks through the Jameg Bay dis-
trict for five and six blécks large cin-
ders leave a trail to guide the sight-
seer to the scéeneé of the early morn-
ing conflagration. The rain which fell
last night possibly saved many of the
handsome residences from ignition by
the flying embers and destruction.

In the neighborhood are many paint-
ed shingle roofs which needed but a
spark to set them alight. Last night's
rain having damped the buildings
undoubtedly prevented the James Bay
district from being swept by a mam-
moth conflagration.

The factory destroyed was but a
shell and one of the oldest buildings in
the city. 1t was three stories, built
completely of wood with the exception
of the brick engine room and oven.
Once alight it burned with fierce in-
tensity and was soon roaring and
seething. It has been occupied by the
firm for the past twenty-two years,
and the wooden structure has never
been renewed. The stock consisted of
candy and biscuit boxes, sugar, choco-
late, essences and flour, Two carloads
of the latter were delivered yesterday.

The alarm was received at the head
station at 5:17 a. m,, and was respond-
ed to by Fire Chief Davis and the
complete brigade, The brigade raced
down Government street, turned down
Belleville street and thence to the
scene down Montreal street. Four lines
of hose were connected, while the en-
gine was . stationed at Simcoe and
Montreal streets, Fire Chief Davis
found the building doomed but at-
tempted to cut the flames off through
the centre of the building. The fire
had been burning fully thirty minutes
when the brigade arrived and to save
it was found hopeless. The chief sta-
tioned his men around the building
with four lines of hose and attacked
the flames from all directions. Atten-
tion, however, was also directed to the
stables and barn, which were alight
ang charred. Three horses were stamp-
ing: and squealing with terror in the
stables unable to free themselves, with
the fire raging but a few feet from
them, and their nostrils full of the
smoke and the smell of fire. Blankets
mere placed over their heads and prod-
Wed from behind they were sent
through the small open space between
the building and the stables through
burning cinders and past the flames
out ‘through an opening cut in the
neighboring fence to safety.

Meantime the brigade attacked the.
fire on the barn and stables and soon
had it safe. The hose was then run
round the building again to assist the
three other lines playing on the fire.
A few minutes later the side wall fac-
ing the cottage fell outward with a
}crash and set fire to a large wood pile
' which, however, was saved.

The houses on Ladysmith street at
the rear were found to be steaming
from the intense heat, 'and the chief
brought the residents of the dwellings
to aid in' their protection.

Persceverance and a good water sup-
ply gradually got the flames under cen-
trol, and ‘before 6 o'clock all danger to
surrounding buildings had passed. The
tenants of the adjoining house waken-
ed early by the light of the flames and
intense heat were out of bed and had
soen removed their furniture,

Fire ChHief Davis, seen in the midst
of the work this morning, said: “The
alarm was responded to immediately,
and when we arrived the fire. had a
strong hold throughout the building, It
was roaring. The building is but tinder,
and once well alight nothing could save
it. It must have been alight more than
fifteen minutes before the alarm was
sent in, Had we got the alarm early
we might have controlled it, The water
pressure was good. I have no fault to

find with it.”

Chief Davis also had a word to say

regarding the work of the men under
him as he superintended the work this
morning. He said: ‘“The men worked
splendidly. This is the _first big S-»
since I have been here, and I mus~-
say they proved themselves the best
body of firemen I have had under me.”

No arrangements have been made yet
by the firm for thé continuance of the
business, The firm had in all.its win-
ter stock, and was getting ready  to
manufacture for the Christmas trade.
Arrangements will be made at once to
fill all orders, and an announcement is
expected Monday,

FLAMES DESTROY
MILLS AT VANCOUVER

Fire at Huntting Lumber Co.’s
Plant Causes Loss of
$100,000.

Vancouver, B. C., Sept. 25.—Fire
again devastated thie plant of the Hunt-
ting Lumber Company last night, de
stroying the shingle mill, the planin-
mill: and other buildings remaining
from the conflagration’ of August 20th
last. The fire broke out'shortly before
11 o’clock in the drying Kkiln and took
a firm hold immediately. Long before
the fire brigade could reach the scene,
the whole place, wikh the exception of
a portion of the lumber yard, was in
flames right down to the waters’ edge.
At midnight the conflagration was un-
der control but it was late this morn-
ing before the fire was extinguished.

The outbreak was first noticeq at
10.56 p.m., when flames shot out of
the drying kiln, which immediately be-
¢ame wrapped in a sheet of fire. The
mill and planing sheds were completely
gutted, and other smaller outbuildings
were also destroyed. 'The heat at the
east side was inténse, and some Jap-
anese, whose dwellings were located
there, close to the mill, were kept bus-
ily engaged pouring water on the roof
and sides of their homes with smail
and leaking garden hose. Four C. P
R. box cars across thé street were also
destroyed.

It is not known what the amount of
damage will be, but it ‘will ‘certainly
total in the neighborhood of $100,000.
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
