Wesj: Coast Indians 2 re Still Hold.mg
Out for High Wages—-The' '
Tees Returns. :

Second Mate of Sappkire Surposed to
be Lost—A Bottle’s Ldng
Ocean Voyage,

As was surmised by a number of seal-
[mg men, ths promises which the in-
dians made to ship for two dollars per .
-skin are not being kept, and consequent-
ly several of the "sealing schooners are
: anchored in the harbors on the Wast
Coast, whxle the masters are trying io
~mduce the Indians to come to terms.
According. to - reports brought by the
lTees which returned yesterday morn-
ing, ‘the Zillah May, Capt. Balcom,. ar-
zived in Hesquoit, but the captain. found
The Infiams were not ready to earry ont
-fhé ‘premises which- they ‘had made fo-
him ‘some two weeks before. ‘Capt. Ral-
.com wenit dowa them %o arramge for m. -
~erew, and - thie' Indisns. explivitly stated
that-they would sigi: For iwo-dafisrs's
skin.” “Wihen _the -captain - arrived. with
his * schoomey, . however, he found that-.
the siwashes had ed their aiinds.

Capt. Bucknam, who made the
round trip on the Tees, met the C. I.
Rand, of the Boscowiiz “fleet, ‘at Ea-
cluelet. She had 155 skins. These skins
and  those of the Marvin, Sapphire and
Triumph were brought up by the Tecs.
The Rand left again for sea. Some of
‘'the schooners had trouble ‘with their
white. ‘men. The cook on the Triumph
was brought before two justiees of tuer
‘peace at “Clayoquot \and charged with
' refusing duty. He Was fined $5 -und
costs. The cook left the ‘schooner 1ad
returned to Victoria by the Tees. The
second mate of the schooner Sapphire,
‘an ex-man-of-war’s man named . Cole,
“deserted the schoomer at Clayoguot and
started out to walk along the ceast to
 Vietoria. He has not been seen since.
 Inguiries ~ were made of the settlers

. way and perished in the woods. Cole
'was about 34 years of age and a native
of England.
