TRICK 700 OFTEN

A GANG OF SPANISH
SWINDLERS DISRUPTED

THEY

Attempted to Work a Victorian—How
They Operated With Success
for Many Years.

’

Some time ago the Times published a
letter received by R. H. Johnston, the

nursery man of this city, from one Jean ’

Richard Borrell, of Barcelona, Spain.
The letter set forth that the writer was
an inmate in prison being charged with
bankruptey, which accounted for the fact
that he was anxious for the assistance
of Mr. Johnston to recover the sum of
£37,000, which was in a trunk, but which
had been seized by the criminal court of
Barcelona. He guaranteed the Victorian
one-fourth of this sum if he would lend
him his assistance, and asked the latter
to send him a cablegram indicating his
compliance with the request.

Mr. Johnston, however, “was not built
that way.” Instead of sending the so-
licited ecablegram, he handed the letter to
the Times, and it was duly published, A
dispatech from Madrid reeently gives
particulars of the disruption of this
clever gang of swindlers. It says:

“The ‘Spanish Prisoner’ .trick itself
has been exposed too often to need any
description here. The process never
varied. It always ‘began when the in-
tended victim, in the United States, say,
or in Russia, received a letter supposed-
iy written by an officer languishing in a
Spanish dungeon. Prior to his imprison-
ment, the recipient of the letter was in-
formed, this officer had deposited a huge
sum of money in 4 secret place, the situ-
ation of which he was prepared to reveal
on condition that the person addressed
would oblige him with a comparatively
small sum ef ready cash.

“Finally, in the early days of last
May, the German consul general at Ma-
drid, Herr Loeker, received a letter from;
a manufacturer at Strasburg, one Max
Mathenberg, who wished to know if in
prisons of ‘Corunna there was & major of
cavalry named Jaquet sentenced for ‘a
robbery.  The ‘major’” had written to
Mathenberg ‘and offered to reveal to him
through ‘an agency office of Madrid the
hiding place of a treasure of 500,000
pesetas, provided the German sent him
5,000 frane, which he needed urgently,
through the same agency.

“This letter the consul general prompt-
1y handed over to the governor of Ma-
drid, who called in the expert public in-
spectors, Senores Visedo and Puga, and
Detective Morcatelli, with whese aid he
arranged a simple but rather ingenious
strategem for arresting the intending
swindlers. Following out this plan the
German consul general wrote Herr
Mathenberg the following letter: -

¢ ¢Sir: The major regarding whom you
asked does not exist. and the agency
office to which you refer is an associa-
tion of swindlers against whom  you
ought to guard. The police authorities
©of Madrid have decided to arrest these
criminals, and you must aid them in
doing so, otherwise you will be consider-
ed as an dccomplice. You, - therefore,
must write to the “agency” mentioned,
announcing that you aceept its pro-
posal, and that you will come to Madrid
in the South Expressi@f the 22nd inst.,
to pay the 5,000 franc demanded by the
supposed prisoner. Xt the same time,
sou will give your personal description
and mention that upon your arrival in
Madrid you will carry in your hand a
‘®blue handkerchief, in order to be known
more easil,. You will add also that you
are somewhat deaf.’ It is possible that
these swindlers have accomplices in
Strasburg. Accordingly I advise you to
absent yourself from your residence dur-
ing some hours on the day on which you
will be supposed to leave for Madrid.
Finally, you will be kind enough to give
me also a personal description of yourself
exactly as you have given it to the pre-
tended agency.’

“Soon afterward a reply was received
from Mathenberg thanking the consul
general and advising him that he had
written to the agency in the manner
requested. The German manufacturer
also gave a detailed description of his
peysonality and promised to preserve
‘absolute secrecy regarding the matter
as well as to absent himself from Stras-
burg on the date set for his supposed
departure. This letter the consul gen-
eral handed over to the police authori-
ties. It-was then arranged between De-
tectives Visedo, Morcatelli and Puga
that the latter, who speaks excellent
German, should impersonate the Stras-
burg manufacturer.”

The trick was worked to perfection,
with the result that the entire gang of
swindlers were captured.

HUMP BACKS APPEARING.

‘Run of Sockeye Salmon Will Soon Be Over
According to Present Indications.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Word has been recelved from down the
Straits to—;lay that the hump back saimon,
wvhich invariably follow the sockeye, have
made their appearance. In the traps of
Todd & Munsie there were yesterday found
4.000 of these fish, indicating that the sock-
eye season ls drawing to a close. The run
of spring salmon during the last two or
three days has been pretty light, but trap
men are expecting another run or two be-
fore the season is over. The Hump backs
=are taken as a sure sign that the end of
smockeyes is near at hand, and it is probable
that this week will see the run over. To-
day’s catches in the traps will not be
Xknown before evening, when 10,000 sock-
eyes are expected to arrive for salting pur-
Poses.

“ DID NOT DISOLOSE ALL.

How Attorney-General Wilson Handled
the Appeal in Highest Court,

An explanation of the course taken by
Attorney-General Wilson in the appeal
to the Privy Council in the case of
Renwick vs., Nelson & Fort Sheppard
Railway is given in the Rossland Miner
by the counsel for the railway company.
It will be remembered that the applica-
tion was for dismissal of appeal. The
Privy Council does not rescind the leave
to appeal, but the appellant pays-the
costs. 2

Inquiry at the office of the solicitor for
the railway company in this city, says
the Miner, brought forth the following
statement of the case:

R. A. Renwick, assessor in the Nelson
district for the province, made an assess-
ment of $1 an acre on about 500,000
acres of lands owned by the Nelson &
Fort Sheppard Railway Company and
situated in the Nelson district. The rail-
way eompany appealed to the court of
revision from the assessment made by
Mr. Renwick, and the guestion:was tried
before W. A. Jowett, as court of revi-
sion, and he decided that a fair valuoa-
tion of the land was 45 cents an acre.

From Mr. Jowett’s decision the rail-
way company appealed to the Full court
of the Supreme court. ~ The case came
before the Full court in June last and
judgment was reserved. If the taxes
were paid by July 30th there was a 10
‘per cent. discount. The company paid
the taxes on the valuation fixed by Mr.
Jowett in order to save the 10 per cent.,
with the understanding that if the Full
court found that the land was of less
value than the price per acre fixed by
Mr. Jowett that it was to be refunded
the difference, This was agreed to by
the government. In deciding the case,
an uvnexpected contingency came up, for
the Full court threw out the assessment
made by Mr. Renwick, as it was de-
clared to ‘be void, not having been made
in accordance with the assessment act.

The railway company applied for the
return of the sum which had been paid
for taxes, amounting to something over
$10,000. To this the government de-
murred and said it would appeal to the
Privy Council. An appeal does not lie
as 4 right, and the attorney-general ap-
plied for leave. The leave was given on
an ex parte application on behalf of" the
province made- by the attorney-general
in December last. : :

Then several months were taken u)p
in negotiations for a settlement between
the parties at imterest, bat finally these
were broken off, as an agreement .could
not<be reached.

The railway ‘ecompany next presentetd
a petition asking that leave to appeal to
the Privy Council granted to the prov-
ince e rescinded, on the ground that the
province had agreed to abide by the
decision of the Full eourt; that the
province had not paid the money paid
in by the railway company, as it had
agreed to, and that the attorney-general
should have disclosed all of the circum-
stances when ‘he applied for leave to ap-
peal.

The deecision of the Privy Council is
that the application of the railway com-
pany be denied, but that the province
shall pay the railway company’s costs
for the application and shall refund to
the railway company $10,000 paid in
within six weeks, together with interest
at the rate of 5 per cent. per annua:,
and until this is done all proceedings in
the case are stayed.

The province, it is presumed, will pro-
ceed with the case as soon as it has com-
plied with the dictum of the Privy Coun-
cil.

A. H. MacNeill, K. C., of this city,
has had charge of the case on behalf of
the railway company, while Hon. Chas.
Wilson, K.C., attorney-general of the
province, has represented the province.

THE GORGE PARK

COUNCIL DISCUSSED
QUESTION ON MONDAY

~— .

Manager of Tramway Company Favors
Joining €ity in Making Resort En-
tertainment Centre.

Before the council’s regular meeting
Monday night a conference was held be-
tween the mayor and aldermen and A.
T. Goward, local manager of the B. C.
Electric Railway Company, in respect to
the advisability of holding Sunday after-
noon band conceris at both Beacon Hill
and the Gorge. It has been the custom
of the city to set aside an annual appro-
priation providing for a series of six of
these entertainments at the park during
the summer months. Up to the present
two have been rendered, leaving four yet
to take place. Mr. Goward’s reason for
waiting vpon the civic fathers was to
submit a proposition for the transference
of these and other concerts to the tram-
way company’s park on the Arm. He
agreed, providing the city expressed a
willingness to co-operate, to_ give four
musical entertainments in addition to
those arranged by the civil authorities.
Thus Victorians would receive eight in-
stead of the four now assured.

The matter was debated at some
length, Ald.. Douglas and Fullerton tak-
ing a determined stand against the sug-
gestion. ‘Others, however, did not ex-
press any decided opinion. They agreed
that the: proposal was well worth consid-
ering and that it would give the citizens
more entertainment than was possible to
provide from the funds set aside by the
council;: Finally it was decided to give
a band concert at the Gorge on Sunday
next. It is understood that the enter-
tainment will be rendered at the corpor-
ation  park.

stcﬂssing the question this morning
Mr. Goward stated very clearly the posi-
tion the B, C. Bleetric Railway Company
was prepared to’assume toward the city
in’ respect to the arrangement of ouldoor
entertainments. He argued that the in-
terests of the city and the'company were
so closely allied that it would be better

gether for the common good.

Victoria was in a peculiar position.
There were any number of beautiful re-
sorts; places where it was a pleasure to
spend a warm afternoon. -He mentioned
Beacon Hill park, Oak Ba Esquimalt
and the Gorge. The latter undoubtedly
was the preftiest in his estimation and
in the opinion of the majority of citizens
and visitors. At any rate it was the
most pleasant for either an afternoon or
evening concert. At the present time
Victoria had a comparatively small pop-
ulation, and for this reason it was im-
possible to make each of the resorts re-
ferred to centres of attraction. He,
therefore, thought that the better plan
would. be to chose one spot and make it
the centre for summer entertainments
and sports. Nobody could deny that the
Gorge combined all the features essen-
tial to such a plan. The water was of
a splendid temperature for bathing, the
Arm provided exceptional attraction to
boating parties, while the park just com-
pieted by the tramway company furnish-
ed all comforts and conveniences in the
one of the prettiest spots on the Gorge.

“Among pupils of Mr, Morse who are
singing in concert a great deal are Miss
Margaret Wither,"a talented Scotch girl
who sang the title role in “Priscilla,’ an
opera given by the New England Conser-
vatory Young Men's:. Club a few weeks
ago; Frederick Hastings, baritone, who
sang bass part in ‘The Creation,* at Rug-
gles street church May 25th; REdward
Kingsley, basso cantante, director of the
Winchester, Maynard and Hudson sing-
ing societies, and Clarence H. Wilson,
basso cantante, who sang so well at the
last Apollo concert.

Mr. Goward also stated that the tram-
way ecompany would be willing to double
the number of concerts given regularly
by the city mext year if the council
agreed to co-operate to that extent. Re-
specting the financial part of the ar-
rangement, he explained that the former
would -not realize to a particularly large
extent as a result of the arrangement as
ibe cars carried passengers to Beacon
Hill, Oak Bay or Esquimalt just as wez
as to the Gorge. But a great deal ol
‘moeney had been expended on their park
and it was hoped that every assistance
would be tendered them in the, endeavor
to make Victoria’s chief attraction a
centre second to none in the northwest.

1t had been argued, Mr. Goward con-
Linued, that the workingman and his
family enjoyed the coneerts at Beacon
1iill park because of its accessibility.
Now, he explained,’ the residences of the
majority of this class are acknowledged
to be in the Work estate, Spring Ridge
and Victoria West districts, which are
located much farther from Beacon Hill
park than from the Gorge. Such a con-
tention, therefore, is groundless and the
average workingman may walk to the
Tramway Company park at the Arm
just as. easily as to Beacon Hill.

“It ie possible,” concluded Mr. Gow-
ard, “that no credence will be-placed in
my remarks by many on the ground that
I am a prejudiced party. What I have
said, however, cannot be denied. The
interesiz of the B. C. Electric Railway
Company and Victoria are identical, the
prosperity of ome means the advance of
the other, so. why should we clash in the
effort to make this city attractive io
tourists as well as Victorians.”

In the course of his interview Mr.
Goward hinted at numerous improve-
ments to the Gorge next summer. ' As
an illustration of an out-door place of
amusement he mentioned Lake Washing-
ton, near Seattle.. He stated that at that
resort individuals with a ‘'small amount
ci capital paid concessions to the city
or whoever owned the property for the
privilege of establishing side shows of
different kinds. This was what the
Gorge would develop into providing Viec-
tortans displayed the proper spirit of en-
terprise. Besides a bathing pavilion,
the manufacture of a beach for inexperi-
enced bathers, there would be the shoot-
ing-the-chutes, and other amusements
conpeted with a watering resort. :

One or two other matters came before
the council in an informal way Ilast
night. The first was the advisability of
arranging: a conference betyeen the
mayor and council, and the cify barris-
ter and solicitor in order that the former
might become thoroughly conversant
with the - status of the “secret” agree-
nient between the city council and the
tramway company.

NOT READY FOR PEACE.

Japan Must Occupy - Vladivostock and
Harbin Beforée War Ends.

New York, July 31.—Nazajiro Ishika-
wa, editor of the Hachi Saimbun of
Tokio, one of the men officially accom-
panying Baron Komura, the Japanese
peace envoy, to-day said: *My peeple
feel that this is no time for peace. First
we must’ get Harbin and Vladivostock,
for unless we get them we fear that by
and by we shall fight again. We stop
Russian ambition now once for all. We
don’t wish to fight the Russians again
once peace has heen concluded.”

On the question of indemnity Mr. Ish-
ikawa said he thought the people will be
satisied with  $2,500,000,000. “Then
Saghalien must be ceded for two rea-
sons,” he continued. “In the first place
it was exchanged by Russia thifty years
ago for the Chishima archipelago, but
these other- islands really belonged all
the time to Japan, and it was only be-
cause Japan was at that time afraid of
Russia’ that the deal was assented to.”

TRAP MEN LOOKING
FOR ANOTHER BIG RUN

Floating Trap Experimented With Last
Week Has Not Proved Successful
—Dance at Sooke.

Tug Burrard arrived- Wiednesday with

200 spring salmen and a small scow load
of sockeyes from Findley, Durham &
Brodie’s trap.
. Captain Ramlose, of the steamer Sel-
kirk, was the ohly arrival from the fish
traps Wednesday. His vessel came in
light. There were no salmon in the B.
C. Packers’ Association’s traps yestr-
day, and the lifts, which, it was expected,
would be made to-day, will be handled
by the Mystery and Cascade, two other
steamers engaged by the association, The
Selkirk came in only for provisions.

Captain Ramlose reports that about
the only lifts made Wednesday were
at the traps of Messrs. Todd & Munsie.
The number taken was 20,000. Ten thou-
sand more were left in one in order to
insure a lift to ‘be made when the ex-
cursionists visit tae trap this afternoon.
Captain Ramlose says that the sockeye
run is 'by no means over yet. Hump-
backs have made their appearance, but
they are the advance run of thig fish.
The sockeyes were plentiful in the
Straits this morning, and all trap men,
the captain says, are looking for another
big run of them

Last week the B. C. Packers’ Associa-
tion’s steamers made three trips apiece
to the mainland, the Selkirk haying on
one frip 20,000. The run, however, has
fallen off comsiderably this week, and un-

til the second big rush of sockeyes comes ;

along the steamers of this and other fleets
will not be very busy.

The floating trap pianted off the Jor-
dan river, and owned by a Mr. McCrae,
of Wancouver, and others, was yesterday
taken up and it is believed has been
taken back to the Terminal City. It has
not proved a success: - It was experi-
mented with last week, but all trials
showed that it could ndt be held in place
without the use of piles, because of the
heavy tides' and-currents.. If the net
could have been held stationary it would
be ‘the most economical method of cateh-
ing fish.

On Monday night the trap hands as-
sembled at Charter’s hall, in Sooke. and
participated in an enjoyaple dance. There
was a very large number in attendance,.
Refreshments were served, and the dance
did not conclude until 8 o’clock in the
morning.

FOR THIS COAST

COMPANY TO EXPLOIT
WEST COAST TIMBER

F.°G. Pake Tells of Construction of a
Saw-Mill Near Clayoquot by East-
ern Capitalists.

Preparations are being made for the
establishment "of a lumbering industry
in the neighborhood of Clayoquot which
promises-to develop into one of the most
important of its kind on Vancouver Isl-
and. E. G. Pake, formerly a luniberman
of Duluth, Minn., has charge of the in-
auguration of the business. He is the
general manager of the Sutton Lumber
& Trading Company, which has large
holdings of timber lands on the West
Coast, and is backed by considerable
capital. According to Mr. Pake it is in-
tended to ereet a sawmill on a favorable
location which has been selected. No-

thing definite has been decided upon in
this respect, but Mr. Pake states that
the mill will be fitted with a plant suffi-
riently extensive to allow the handling
of much more timber than any other mill

' on that section of Vancouver Island.

Special attention will be paid to the de-
velopment of the cedar timber controlled
by the company.

One of the principal features of the
industry will be the system of exporting.
The timber is to be treated in the usual
way and shipped in its rough state by
sailing vessels around the Horn to New
York for the trade of the New England
states. Here the British Columbia pro-
duct will come into direct competition
with the white pine of the southern
States, which is being sent to the eastern
states in- large quantities. © But Mr.
Pak2 expresses confidence in the British
Columbia ‘timber and affirms that it-will
easily be able to hold its own against
the “highest quality-of that 'to be found
in, any part of The United States. He
states also that those-interested in the
enterprise’ financially  are ' equally con-<
fident and will spa*e no expense neces-
sary in the 'development of the industry.

Mr.-Pake has just returned"from Van-
couver and was accompanied by a num-

, ber of men hired to assist in the con-

struction of the mill. Quite a number of
workmen are now enggaed in clearing
the site for the building and cutting logs
in order to have a supply ready for the
plant when it commences operation. It
is expected that everything will be ready
for business'by the beginning of the
year.

Mr. Pake is an experienced lumberman
having for many years been superintend-
ent at Duluth for Alger, Smith & Com-
pany. Having a thorough grasp of all
the intricacies of the business and back-
ed by capitalists of immense resourece,
Mr. Pake may be depended upon to build
up a lumbering industry that will in-
crease the commercial dctivity of the
West Coast teo a wonderful . extent.

,So far as the exhibits are concerned, they
are even better than I expected, particu
larly the peaches, cherries and early apples
from the Okanagan; gooseberries, cherries,
loganberries and plums from Victoria;
peaches and cherries from the Kootenay,
and blackberries and loganberries from the
Fraser river districts.

We shall require a further supply of litera-
ture for Brandon and Indian Head; all we
have will probably be gone by the close of
this fair.
