The utmost 
excitement has been caused by this decreo 
among the faithful, who are about evenly 
divided in their adherence to the rival 
institutions.”

If the doctrine of the Church of Rome, 
as above outlined is to prevail, we shall, 
by and by, have our pill and powder 
packages labeled according to the ortho­
doxy or otherwise of the phÿsician who 
prepares the formulae. If a student of 
one faith may not, without coming under 
the ban of the church, study under pre­
ceptors of another faith why not apply 
the rule to apprentices in the trades ? 
Going a little further we will learn to 
separate the sheep from the goats in the 
functions of citizenship.and as a legitimate 
conclusion adojpfr a thorough-going policy ? 
of sectarian isolation. This, to the 
age Christian, presents an isolating aspect 
that is repugnant to the precepts of Him 
who gave us the new Commandment—

‘ that ye love on* another. ”

The rumors of Sir Charles Tapper’s re­
tirement from Canadian political life to 
take the position of High Commissioner 
in London are at last confirmed. Sir 
Charles himself has saved the press a 
good deal of trouble by publishing part of 
his valedictory through the medium of a 
newspaper interview ; the portion missing 
can easily be supplied by the Canadian 
people of all shades of politics. He 
leaves office distrusted by his own politi­
cal allies as much ae by his opponents. 
He made himself necessary to the former 
if a subordinate position, but he knew 
that the leadership waa beyond his reach, 
and hae apparently resolved to make a 
merit of necessity.

No one will for a moment dispute Sir 
Charles Tapper’s claim to the possession 
of a high order of ability. In that re­
spect he towers above all those who 
have been sitting by his side for years, 
and to find a match for him one must 
cross to the other side of the House of 
Commons. He is an energetic adminis­
trator and a powerful debater, and is not 
chargeable with any want of courage in 
the advocacy of his case, however bad it 
may be. But he is as unscrupulous as he 
is able, and displays as much courage in 
the assertion of what is false as in the as­
sertion of what is true. With the excep­
tion of his leader, Sir John Macdonald, 
he has done more than any other man to 
corrupt public life at its very source, 
though he made corruption less effective 
by clothing it in a more selfish garb. 
His party associates never object to him 
as corrupt their complaint is that they 
are not allowed to share in tiie spoils.

Sir Charles Tupjier contends that the 
public have nothing to do with the private 
affairs of public men, but he has waived 
that objection by his own reference to his 
affairs. His assertion that he leaves pub­
lic life a poor man may be allowed to go 
for what the word of such a man is worth, 
but if he did not make money illegitimate­
ly by his public position he certainly 
allowed his friends to do so. His dealings 
with the Spring Hill coal deposits and 
the Piotou Railway construction in his 
own Province have never been satisfac­
torily explained, and to day he has for 
hie colleague in the Cabinet a man who on 
the floor of the Nova Scotia Assembly do* 
nounccd him as a “ High Priest of Cor- 
.ruption.” Ex-Senator McLelan has

sation with a friend who recently had two 
new shirts made, we learned incidentally 
that the style of building shirts had radi­
cally changed, ar.d that they were being 
made to button in the front instead of at 
the back of the neck. The news Was to 
good that we could not believe it until we 
had it directly from a shirtmaker, who 
showed us the ground plan and front 
elevation that had been prepared by archi­
tects for the erection of some fine shirts 
for our beet citizens, and sure enough the 
old fashion of folding doors in front in. 
stead of a storm door between the 
shoulder blades in the back waa the 
fashion. We have never felt so moch 
like passing a resolution of thanks to the 
shirtmakers, or a reeortftion of condolence 
to parties who have got to wear the old 
ones in our life. Those shirts that button 
in the back have been the cause of more 
profanity than any one thing. Shirts that 
button in the back have been the cause of 
crime. Religious societies cannot prosper 
as they should when the male population 
has to reach over its head and away round 
to the back of the neck to button its shirt. 
Talk of spending the thousands of dollars 
to find the North Polç ; if half the money 
spent in that way was offered as a reward 
for the detection of the man who invent­
ed shirts that buttoned in the Lack, and 
he could be turned loose among men who 
have suffered for years by his devilish 
contrivance, it would be well expended. 
For 14 years the men of this country h 
been slaves to this absurd fashion, and 
more arms have been cramped, shoulders 
dislocated, and backs bent than would bo 
believed by those who have not seen it, 
The spectacle of a mild mannered-man, 
after getting into hia shirt, making 
a conortionist of himself, an acrobat, try­
ing to get on the other side of himself to 
button his shirt the back way, is sad in­
deed. Statistics show that the buttons on 
the back of a shirt always come off the 
second week, and in place of the thin 
oyster-shell button that cornea off with 
the shirt, the housewife always 
big drawers button, four sizes larger than 
the button hole, and if he gets the button 
in the hole the hole has to be “bushed” 
or a washer put on the button next time.

With 
the old shirt it would be necessary to hire 
a hand. A man’s stomach has been a seal­
ed book for fifteen years with the old 
boiler-iron shirt-bosom with no port-holes. 
Occasionly a man’s heart aches, aud if lie 
could put a hand on it without going 
around the back wray and sneaking in 
under the arm he could tell by the feeling 
whether it was unrequited affection that 
ailed him or rheumatism. With the 
shirt an exploring expedition can be sent 
to the seat of the disease before it is ever, 
lastingly too late. Men have been wound­
ed, and before they could be turned 
and the entrance to thdfr shirt found they 
have bled to death. The old back-action 
shirt is a fraud, and the new one is a daisy.
It may be said by some that the new- 
open-seam shirt will show the world the 
colour of the undershirt. It might, if one 
was going to use his shirt bosom for a 
pillow, but few do that. And even if they 
did, that is the only way the world 
know that a man wears a silk underskirt 
with a monogram on the front. We hail 
the new open winter shirt with delight, 
and are sure the public will when they 
once get their hands in.
