IN LAST YEAR.

Death Rate in St. John Shows
Decrease.

Consumption as Usual Took the
Most—Interesting Statistios
From Board of Health.

[

Secretary Burns of the Board of
Health .completed today his work of
compiling the vital statistics relating
40 St. John for the year which ended
Oct. 3ist. The compilation is replete
with valuable facts interesting to St.
John people,

In all there were 751 deaths, -as com-
pared with 777 for the preceding year.
Of these 751 deaths 376 were of males
and 375 of females.
the deceased was: 6587 Canadian,

The number of the deceased who were
single is 365 as compared with 386 mar-
ried.

The figures of the preceding. year,
which ended October 31st, 1903, show
375 males and 402 females; 623 Can-
ada, 153 foreign and one not stated; 394
single, 382 married and one not given.

Resuming the statistics of the last
year it is found that 133 of the deaths
were of infants under one year of age.
Following are the figures of deaths be-
tween stated ages:

Between 1 and 5, 51.

Between b6 and 10, 29.

Between 10 and 15, 24.

Between 15 and 20, 16.

Between 20 and 25, 34.

Between 25 and 30, 35.

Between 30 and 40, 46.

Eighty and over, 77 deaths.

The ages of four of the deceased were
not given. It will be noted that most
deaths occur in infancy and in old age.
