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DIFFERENT LAWS PREVAIL ON
OPPOSITE SIDES OF THE

STREET

A remarkabls condition of affairs as:
regurds state !aws is to be found in
the little city of Bristol, Va.-Tenn.
with a population of twenty thousand,
and divided equally by the state line
that separates Virginia and Tennessee.
One half of the population of twenty-
thousand is on each side of thg line,
which runs directly through the centre
of the principal business street. Bris-
tol has lately gained notoriety by a
local option election held in the Vir-
ginia half of the city on July 8, when
It voted to Mcenhse the sale’ of whiskey
again by a majority of 32, while the
other half of the city is under ‘state
wide” prohibition, being in Tennessee.
The veculiar geographical location of
the city makes necessary two munici-
pal governments, and consequently two
mayors an@ two sets of city officials.
President W. W. Finley of the South-
ern Railway recently remarked of
Bristol that it was so good that it took
two states to hold it.

In State street, the principal business
thoroughfare, the state line, runs di-
rectly down the centre of the street-
car line for more than a mile. A novel
plan of evading the Tennessee £ Jim
Crow” laws developed when the Ten-
nessee Legislature passed a law Te-
quiring negroes to ride in the rear of
the cars and apart from the whites. In
State street, half of the car runs in
Virginia and the other half in Ten-
nessee. To evade this law it is only ne-
cessary for negroes to move to the side
running in Virginia, and by so doing
the negroes may ride in the seat with
a white passenger who is riding in Ten-
nessee. v
~Recéntly a Down East drummer who
had forgotten the difference in the laws
of the various states found himself one
day in Bristol. He walked into a drug
store on the western side of the street.
| “Give me a ‘package of Turkish cig-
@arettes, please,” he said.

“We haven’t any cigarettes,” was the
reply, “but we can let you have al-
most anything else you want, from
morphine up.”

“The drummer was puzzled for a
moment, but decided that he must
have misunderstood the clerk.

“I want some cigarettes,” he re-
peated.

“No cigarettes
swered the clerk,
them across the street.

Thanking the elerk for his informa-
tion, the drummer crossed to a drug
store opposite and laid in a supply to
last him his trip across Tennessee, He
reached the door when a thought
struck him.

“Have you any morphine?”’ he turned
t0 the ‘clerk and asked. .

“Sorry, sir,” replied the Virginian,
“hut we are not allowed to sell it in
this state. You can get all you want at
any drug store on the other side of the
street. That’s Tennessee.”

The same is true of revolvers and
small firearms. They cannot be sold on
one side of the street without commit-
ting a felony, while the windows of
hardware stores and sporting empori-
ums on the other side usually contain
@ large display of them.

IMMUNITY FROM ARREST.

In Bristol the police and other of-
ficers of one side of the m2in street
have no jurisdiction on the other. It
s not unusual for persons o commit
crime on one side of the street, step
fifteen feet across the state line to the
other side of the street and be immune
from arrest, except by requisition and
extradition papers, which 'the police re-
sort to only in cases of high crime, as
the Governors grant the papers only in
case-of fclony. :

The, situation got so bad in Bristol
that a zang of criminals was coatinu-
ally committing crime in one part of
the city and darting across to the other
and remaining there. The officers be-
gan kidnapping them during their first
night in jail after having been arrested
.without any authority. About the only
thira they could tell the next morning
was that they had been carried across
the state line.

However, the laws of each state are
rigid, and it is only in minor cases and
with professional criminals of whose
conviction they are certain that the
officers wil resort to kidnapping.

Though tempcrance sentiment pre-
dominated overwhelmingly in Bristol,
it was several years before the two
parts could obtain any unity of ac-
tion in voting on the question of sa-
loons, following the rise of the pro-
Hibition tide in the South. This was
due to the discrepancy in the state
faws. There were about twenty-five
saloons in each division of the city,
paying large revenues, and Dbefore
both parts had the power to abolish
them neither half desired to do it and
be “dry” without ihe certainty that
the -other half of the city would fol-
Jow suit. The state laws under which
it was possible to suppress the saloons
were different, in that Virginia had
and still has a local option law, under
which an incorpordted town may vote
on the question every two years,
while in Tennessee the Pendleton law
provided that when a town once voted
dry ‘it must be dry for all time, the
Supreme Court having held that lccal

' option was unconstitutional.

PROLONG SALOON LIFE.

This situation operated to- prolong
the life of the saloon in Bristol.
Twenty years ago Bristol, Va., voted
dry, with the understanding that the
other part of the city would do like-
wise, but it failed to keep its promise
whén the time came. It was put up to
the Tennessee part of the city to take
the initiative, which it did. Bristol,
Va., followed suit, and in May, 1907,
voted to abolish her saloons and mail
order liquor houses, doing a business
o1 51,250,000 annually. In the Tennessee
fight it was. freely charged that the
Virginia half of the city was going
dry to get saloons out of the other
half of the city, with a view to chang-
ing later and getting -all of the rev-
enue itself. Regardless of whether
there was any foundation for the
charge, the fact remains that the Vir-
ginia city has just voted to allow the
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_in business to choose the

saloons to return, while the other half

of the city is dry

The campaign was a most spectacu-
lar one. The business people were
largely in favor of the return of the
saloon, believing tHat it would attract
trade from the rural districts and
stimulate commerce. Prohibition and
the panic struck Bristol at the same
time, and the result was that it suffer-
ed financially, and the whiskey people
said that the prohibition was the
principal.cause of the business depres-
sion. Y.

Though the women and children
were organized and took an active
part for prohibition, the license ticket
won in the strenuous campaign, and
though the temperance people are now
threatening to contest the election li-
censes will be granted on August 13.
The ground of contest is that 125 per-
sons living in Bristol, Tenn., voted il-
legally. For years it has been the cus-
tom of many to live in one part of the
city and own their homes there, and
vote in the other state by claiming cii-
izenship there. Some believe that this
is unlawful, though the Virginia Su-
preme Court recently held that eiti-
zensfﬁp was a matter of intention. .

BUSINESS MEN HAVE OPTIE)N.

In Bristol hundreds of persons work
in Tennessee and eat anhd sleep in Vir-
ginia, or vice versa. The fact that the
principal business thoroughfare is di-
rectly on the state line permits men
state in
which the laws are more favorable to
their particular lines, withoyt sacrific-
ing the advantage of being on the
principal street. For instance, if a Ten-
nessee license on a certain business is
$500 a year, and the Virginia license
$100 a person may have his business in
Virginia. The result is that some lines
of business are represented almost en-
tirely in one half of the city, on ac-
count of cheaper license tax or other
advantages.

There is a discrepancy In the mar-
riage laws, In Bristol, Tenn., licenses
may be issued where the bride is six-

“teen or over and the bridegroom eight-

een or over, regardless of the consent
of the narents, while in Virginia, Iif
both parties are not twenty-one, they
must have the forma! written consent
of their parents, which Is often not
obtainable. The feg in the Tennessee
city, which seems to charge for its
liberal laws, is, $4.50,.while in the other
half of the city it is only $1.

The result is that the Tennessee part
of Bristol is a sort of Gretna Green for
eloping couples from Virginia, and one
local mirister has acquired fame as a
“marrying parson.” He is the Rev.
Alfred Harrison Burrouchs, who has
married 2,980 counles ,n his sixteen
years of pastoral work. ‘“The ‘“matri-
monial wizard” lives in Tennessee. a
short distance from the'Union Passen-
ger Station, and enjoys a heavy in-
come, Having retired from the ministry
and a paying hotel business to devote
his activities to marrying runaway
couples.

Recently a minister was called upon
to marry a couple, but as they were
under twenty-one it was necessary that
they be married in the Tennessee half
of the city. Wishing to accommodate
them, he advised the bridegroom that,
while he could not perform the rites
of matrimony out of Virginia, he had
a plan whereby he could do it. He sta-
tioned them just across the state line,
in Tennessee, where they were eligible
to be married; despite the tender age
of the bride, and, standing in Virginia,
where he was authorized to perform
the rites, married the couvle. Authori-
ties say that the marriage 1s binding.

By reason of the state line it is fre-
quently difficult to determine ques-
tions of jurisdiction in civil and crim-
inal cases. A few months ago a girl
was founa in East Hill Cemetery in a
dying condition with a bullet wound in
her breast. Her sweetheart was charg-
ed with the murder. The body was
found within five feet of the state-line
and it was necessary for surveyors to
re-run the line before it could be de-
termined which state had jurisdiction.
The young man is now serving a life-
sentence for the murder.

Until a short time, when a plan for
doing the work in common was adopt-
ed, it was a freguent thing to see half
of State street well swept and sprinkl-
ed and the other half of the pavement
left dirty and dusty. However, many
of these natural handicaps growing out
of the peculiar situation of the city has
been overcome. Some Yyears ago feel-
ing grew intense between the police of
cither side, until a Gristol, Va., blue-
coat murdered a fellow Tennessee offi-
cer, making his escape. A much be'ter
feeling now prevails, and the objec-
tionable features to the situation are
being minimized as rapidly as possible,
so that Bristol, to all intents and pur-
poses, is one city, witk a common aim.

He will
tell Toronto of the great danger Britain
ie in and will demand increaszd Lattle—-
ships, bringing the command under one
man instead of a number das now, and
an active defensive preparation against
Germany, whom he considets as Bri-
tain’s greatest foe. He will speak in
Montreal later and may speak in other
cities if he can spare the time.

Monterey Scene of
Death, Desolation and
Darkness

Untold Sufferings of
Thousands of Home-
less People -

Families Swept to Death
With Little Warn-

ing

Pitif_ul Scenes Recorded;
Loss Will' Reach
Many Millions

LAREDO, Texas, Aug. 29.— Direct
communication with Monterey was re-
established by the Assoclated Press at
10.30 tonight.,  The operator at that'
point says that the number of dead wi'l
be 1,200. The Monterey News was com-
pelled to suspend publication for two
days owing to high water.,

Graphic Account

LAREDO, Mex, Aug. 29.—With par-
tial re-establishmment of communica-
tion with the flooded section of north-
ern Mexico today, previous reports
concerning loss of life and property
damage are conrﬂrmeg. Semi-official
advices state that four hundred dead
bodies were recovered in Monterey at
noon today.

Last night, in Monterey, was one
of death, desolation and darkness. The
flood water of the Santa Catarena
River continued on their rapid course
throughout the night, and to add to
the horror of the situation rain com-
menced to fall and caused untold suf-
fering to the thousands of homeless
peons who had congregated on the
various places.

Swept Everything

The destructive flood, due to the con-
tinued fall of rain for the past ninety-
six hours, swept everything before it
and hardly a vestige of what was a
féew days ago a conglomeration of
small huts, swarming with families be-'
longing to the poorer cldsses. The
number of dead, which cannot be ac—
curately estimated for days—perhaps
weeks—is variously placed at, from
four hundred to one thousand. The
victims were from the poorer classses.
The flood reached its crest between one
and three o'clock Saturday morning.
Many families were swept to 'death
with hardly a chance for their lives.
With the onrush of the waters pan-
demonium reigned, and as the victims
were swept from their homes, on the
tops of which many had sought shel-
ter, never anticipating that the water
would reach an unprecedented height,
pitiful appeals for assistance could be
heard by those on higher ground, but
aid of any kind as impossibile.

Last night every effort was made
by kind-hearted people to shelter
homeless women and children. Pri-
vate homes were thrown open to the
sufferers. Th police station, many
hotels and clubs as well as the rooms
of several organizations were placed
at the disposal of the authorities.
Though most of the women and chil-
dren were thus cared for, many were
compelled to sleep in the open. Both
Zaragosa and Hidalgo Plazas were
alive with people throughout the night,
and a vast throng congregated in this
vicinity, which is on high ground, to
watch the flood as it swept onward.

Already many bodies have been re-
covered, but it is impossible to state
the exact number. A semi-reliable au-
thority says the police records show
that 400 bodies had been recovered up
to noon today. gScores of other bodies
are belived to be still lodged at vari-
ous points along the stream,ard it may
be weeks before they are recovered.

RAIN FALLING.

At 11 o’cleck this morning rain was
still faMing and to add to the disaster
the Santa Catarina had worked out
for itself a new channel, dividing into
two raging streams and separating in
such a manner that another and mod-
ernly-constructed part of the town
wasg threatened.

It was said that warnings had been

sent out to many hotels and business
hcuses throughout the centre of the
city to be prepared for the worst and
to take preventative measures.
. This warning would not necessarily
mean that there would be any loss of
life, but that the first floors of vari-
oug buildings might be flooded and
entail a large financial loss,

The modern portion of the city is
considered to be high enough to escape
the ravages of the flood, but in view
of the fact that the rise in the waters
has been unprecedented .it was consid-
ered best to issue a general warning.

It is thought that the damage will
be far in excess of first estimates as
sent cut in last night’s report, Mont-
erey smelter, one of the largest in
Mexico, suffered great loss from the
deluge of rain. This loss is variously
estimated as from $1,000,000 to $2,000,-
000. The Monterey steel plant, the
only plant of its kind in the republic,

VEHICLES BUSY.

MEXICO CITY, Mexico, Aug. 23.—
Associated Press correspondent at
Mcnterey wires that 800 persons have
been drowned as a result of the flood
which still continues. Fifteen thou-
sand people are homeless and the damn-
age is not less than $12,000,000. The city
is in darkness. Among the losses are:
The Monterzy Steel Co. $1,000,000; The
Mexican Smelter and Lead Co., $3,000,-
000. The city begs aid from the United
States.

A special despatch to the Herald says
that mcre than 10,000 persons are home-
less and that hundreds have been
drowhed. The correspondent estimates
the property loss at $15,000,000. The
suburb of San Luisito and half of the
city of Monterey are under water. TZ0u-
sands are sleeping in the public squares
tonight. The 'deluge of rain still con-
tinues and the river is rising. The
flood is the greatest since 1881. The
steel works and big smelters have been
destroyed or badly damaged. There
will be no railway communication for
at least a week. The society of Ame-
rican Colony held a big meeting to-

night, at which resolutions were adopt-
ed to appeal to the United States and
other powers for aid, e !

UTTER DESTRUCTION.

MONTEREY, Aug. 28.—The scene in
the flood-swept section of Monterey is
one of utter desolation. Four city
blocks on the south side have complete-
ly disappeared. \

For seventy-two hours rain has fallen
in unprecedented volume throughout
the section and the Santa Catarina
River rose gradually all day Frilay, the
crest of the flood reaching Monterey
early today. At first it was thought
that there would be no loss of life, but
the water had a height never before at-
tained and swept buildings from their
foundations by the score. The electric

®light plant was put out of comm'ssion

last night and the complete darkness
was an added horror.

STORM STRUCK INLAND.

MEXICO CITY, Mex. Aug. 29—
Scores are .reported dead, several
thousand homeless and part of the
city of Monterey washed away by &
cyclone and flood early this morning.
There is no Jirect communication with
that point and the extent of the loss

' cannot yet be definitely ascertained.

The storm :truck inland from off the
gulf and the states of Tamaulipas and
Nuevo Leon, after devastating part
of the Isthmus of Tehuantepec.

It is reported that the city of Bag-

‘| aad, state of Tamaulicas, has been

badly damaged. Nine bridges and
more than fifty miles of track have
heen washed out on the Pan-Ameri-
can Railroad. Two Indian villages in
Tamaulipas have been wiped out and
the lighthouse at Tampico swept
away. No damage Was done to the
shipping in the harbors of Vera Cruz
and Tampico. The telegraph lines
have been crippled in the states of
Guanajuato, Coashuita, - Vera Cruz,
Nuevo Leon and Tamaulipas. The
Santa Catarine River at Monterey is
six feet above the flood and still ris-
irg. The storm is the most disastrous
that Mexjco has experienced in years.

Latest reports state that 125 miles
of track of the national railway has
been washed out in Neuvo and Coah-
uila railway officials here admit that
95 miles and 12 bridges are gone and
all available wrecking trains are be-
irs sent north.

BALLOON ASCENUS
FIVE MILES IN AIR

Two ltalians Soar Out of Sight in Cloud-
land and Make Wor'd Record,

MILAN, Aug. 28—A remarkable bal-
loon ascent was made yvesterdar by

the celebrated Italian balloon A’batross
a vessel which has already been of
much assistance in first-clalss scientifi:
research work.

Starting from Turin gas works, in
charge of Colonel Luigi Mina, who
took with him a noted sporisman nam-
ed Piacenza, and furnished with 2,700
pounds of ballast and a plentiful sup-
ply of tubes of oxygen, the Albatross
shot up 15,000 feet into the air. There-
after by steadily throwing out ballast
till there were only 600 pounds left Ain
the car, the balloon continued to as-
cend until the enormous altitude of 27~
625 feet was reached.

At this height, though the aeronauts
used their oxygen liberally, they were
obliged to begin:the descent owing to
the piercing cold. The albatross came
down safely at nightfall at Abbiato-
grasso, near Milan. . -

Prefecture of Paris Police to Issue Drastic
. Regu'ations Regarding Iis
Wear.

PARIS, Aug. 28—The officials at the
Prefecture of the Police are consider-
ing -what steps it is possible to take
with a view to preventing the recur-
rence of the serious accidents caused
by ‘the murderous hatpins worn by
women,

Among the accidents recently report-
ed are the following:

A government engineer a few days
ago was travelling on the top of an
omnibug - between the Madeleine and
the ‘Bastille: when his right eve was’
plerced by a lady’s hatpin. Owing to
a sudden jolti of the omnibus the
lady was thrown against him.

Six days ago a shop girl lost the
sight of her left eye owing to a lady
customer suddenly leaning over the
counter,

An eight months old baby on its
mother’s lap hiad its nose and cheek

torn by a woman’s hatpin inside an
omnibus.

On the Metropolitan Railway last‘
Sunday the typmpanum of a man’s ;
ear was pierced by an enormous hat- |
pin. ~

Over- fifty such accidents haye been
registered by .the police since June l.i
It is proposed to forbid women wear-,
ing hatpins the points of which pro-
trude to enter any -public vehicle or
train. It is further proposed that no
woman wearing a hatpin the point of
which projects shall be admitted to
any ‘place of public entertainment. i

Engineer Goes Mad in Cab of Train and
Fu's on Great Speed. .

PARIS, Aug. 28—The sudden wave
of zreat heat, which has given Paris
an average shade temperature of 95
degrees, has resulted in many deaths
from heat congestion and a large num-
ber of cases of sunstroke.

A restaurant chief in the Boulevard
Voltaire, in his effort to get cool, plac-
ed a large lump of ice on his head, and
immediately fell dead. At one of the
Lyons <Company’s railway stations a'
passenger, getting into an open cab
in the heat of the sun, fell back dead.
A gentleman named Rauher, hurrying
‘home to lunch, fell dead as he reached
the door of his house. A policeman
while attending to a carriage acci-
dent fell dead in the street.

The heat has driven several persons,
mad, among them the driver of a lo-
cal train on the Western Line. His
train left Argenteuil for Paris yester-,
day afternoon at 2.23, but to the pas-
sengers’ surprise did not stop at any
intermediary stations, while the train
began to gather great speed. The
stoker saw the driver had gone mad. '
He made a diplomatic attempt to get
possession of the throttle, and ulti-;
mately prevailed upon the mad driver’
‘to stop at Bois Colombes, where am-
other driver was procured and the
.madman forcibly removed,

A manufacturer residing

mad through the heat, and began fir-
ing at passersby from his window,
happily without hurting anybody.

$200,000 damage was done to West
Scranton property today by a mine
cave-in, the worst the city has ever
experienced.

ceased operations twenty years ago,
gave way under a /side hill, and an
area equal to two city blocks sunk
from two to eight feet, throwings houses
from theirsfoundations, cracking walls
and otherwise damaging buildings.
Public school/ No. 16, a $75,000 brick
structure, was so badly damaged that
it will have to be torn down. The
other properties damaged are mosiy
frame residences on Fairview and
Chestn ut avenues and Robinson street
with a few small store buildings.
