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MR. G. S. MAYES SCORES
- COMPLETE VICTORY OVER
DOMINION GOVERNMENT
A Sweeping Vindication of Hi§ Action Against the

Depariment of Public Works--Judgment for
$9,750 and Costs Awarded to Him in Excheguer

Court Settlement.

Government lawyers Abandon Their Most Im-
portant Contentions in Defence and Thus Admit
the Entire Justice of Mr. Mayes’ Claims--
Crushing Blow to Hon. William Pugsley.

The case of .0 W @R s vs. the
King was settled in the exchequer
court yesterday on conditions which
concede a complete victory to Mr.
Mayes. As a result cf the settlement
Mr, Mayes gets & sum aggregating
$9750 and the government of Canada
pays the costs,

The action was brought by Gershon
8. Mayes, of the West Side to recov-
er sums which he claimed were due
him in connection with dredging con-
tracts which he held and performed
in the improvements in the harbor.
In his statement cf .claim Mr. Mayes
made allegation that the government
was indebted to him te the sum of
$5090 balance on a contract which
Hon. William Pugsley admitted in a
statement to Mr. Mayes on August 22
1908.

It will be remembered that during
the campaign of 1908 Mr. Mayes
claimed that the minister of public
works refused to pay this sum until
he had settled with George McAvity.

In his formal claim filed before the
court Mr. Mayes also claimed sums
for loss of profits in connection with
the work and also for payment for
work done and not allowed to him as
the result of incorrect measurement
of the dredged material after it had
been loaded in the scows.

Disputed Every Claim.

In the statement of defence as fil-
ed by the government, every claim
made by Mr, Mayes was disputed and
in addition the statement was made
that he had been overpaid and that

the. government demanded an account-
ing and repayment of such sums as
had been paid to him in excess cf the
amount he should have received.When
the case came down to trial yester-
day the counsel for the government
abandoned this ground. 5

In addressing the court at the op-
ening of the case yesterday morning
Dr, Wallace said that the Crown was
prepared to stand by the certificates
which , had been given by the public
works engineers and accepted by Mr.
Mayes and which showed that there
was a balance due to Mr. Mayes from
the department of $5090. This ‘was
conditional upon Mr. Mayes' counsel
not pressing for an accounting. If
however, Mr. Mayes' counsel pressed
for an accounting, the Crown reserv-
ed the right to stand by such ac-
counting and would repudiate the $5,-
090 claim. They contended that Mr.
Mayes had already been overpaid and
that an accounting would show this.

A Signal Victory.

In the statement of defence filed
by the Government this claim of Mr,
Mayes was repudiated in its entirety,
and yet yesterday the Government
lawyers were prepared to allow it if
the whole affair was not opsned up.
From this stdtement it can be easily
seen that the result of the case is a
distinet vietory for Mr. Mayes, and
a distinct defeat for the Government
and particularly for Hon. William Pug-
sley, Minister of Public Wotks,

Paris, Oct, 13.—A powerful bomb ex-
ploded about midnight in front of the
house at No. 6 Rue De Berri, a few
doors from the champs Elysce. The
explosion smash¢d jin the door and
seriously damaged’“the. facade. All
the windows in tHé adjoining houses
were broken, No one was injured,
the tower floors of the house being
untenanted.

The arrest of somé of the most
prominent strike leaders and the fail-
ure of the large majority of the em-
ployes of the eastern railroad, the
Paris, Lyons and Mediterranean and
the ‘Paris, Orleans roads to respond
to the strike order, have had the effect
of dampening the spirits of the strik-
ers, who now number about 100,000
men and of encouraging the Govern-
ment to continue its repressive meas-
ures with a firm hand. Tonight, how-
ever, the strike declared by the elec-
tricians is pattially effective. About
half the city of Paris, including sec-
tions of the Boulevards, is without
electric light, and many electric cars
are stranded for lack of power,

been possible to maintain eommiuni-
cation with the points from which food
suppliés are brought into the city, and
these communications will be kept
open at any cost.

It was stated by insurance men
that increased rates meant loss of
business and there was hope that the
ity council would assure the under-
writers that certain improvements re-
commended would be made before
certain stipulated dates. It was re-
presented to the council if minor fire
protection matters such as the pur-
chase ¢f a new chemical engine, new
hose, new hydrants, etc., were carried
out before January 1st next, and the
larger matter of increased water sup-
ply was guaranteed the underwriters
were disposed to make the reduction
asked for.

The city council replied by passing
a resolution to be forwarded to the
underwriters setting ferth the pur-
chase of a chemical engine to be
delivered within 60 days, the installa-
tion of 30 hydrants at once and the
purchase of 1000 feet of hose and an
additional fire engine. The resolution
stated that plans have been prepared
for an additional reservoir costing
$200,000 and a new fire station to be
built in the west end of the city.

In the resolution is also embodied
the results of the tests of water made
today showing a pressure of 70 lbs.
at the. pumping station and from 47
to 58 Ibs. on St. George and other
streets.
