During the afternoon, in company
with Dr. A. F. McAvenney, he called
on the Mayor at his office in City
Hall, and also saw some of the mem-
bers of the medical profession con-
nev}ed # with the Anti-tuberculosis
society.

Dr. Townsend has had. an exper-
ience of about six years in anti-tuberc-
ulosis work, and for two years has
been head of the Sanitorium at Mat-
tapan, in the State of Massachusetts.

Speaking of the efforis being made
to stamp out the white plague in that
state Dr. Townsend said, both the
legislature and the cities were spend-
ing a good deal of money in the fight.
“There,” he said, “the feeling is that
the municipal authorities should deal
with the problem of looking after ad-
vanced casges. To encourage the muni-
e cipalities to take up this work the
Massachusetts legislature has recent-
ly adopted an act providing for the
payment of bonuses to homes for ad-
vanced cases established by the local
authorities.

“Each community
with the problem in its own way.
Conditions differ in different cities,
and demand different kind of treat-
ment. In Boston, where the popula-
tion is so cosmopolitan, the situation
is very complicated. 1 should judge
that in St John the problem would
be relatively simple, as your popula-
tion is more homogeneous, and efforts
can be more effectively” concentrated
than in a big city where we sometimes
find that half a dozen agencies are
looking after one patient.”

Dr. Townsend expects to meet the
commissioners of the institute at
River Glade in a few days, and famil-
iarize himself with their plans.
