incident in Dublin Rebellion, 
Hitherto Kept Secret, 
Brought to Light Yesterday 
at Court Martial.

Dublin, June 12, 4.20 p. m —<Aa in­
cident of the Irish rebellion which 
heretofore has been kept secret came 
out at a court martial today. It con­
cerns the shooting by a sergeant of the 
guard at the Guinness Brewery of his 
officer and an employee of the brew­
ery. whom he took for rebels. The de­
fendant is Sergt. Robert Flood, of the 
Royal Dublin Fusiliers. He is charg­
ed with the murder of Lieut. A. Lucas, 
of King Edward's Horse, and William 
J. Rice, who was employed at the 
brewery.

The prosecutor explained that Lieut 
Lucas took over command of the 
guard on the night of April 29. It was 
very dairk at the time. Lucas was un­
known to the sergeant, and when he 
opened a window, which was contrary 
to Instruction», Flood ordered Me ar­
rest, the prosecutor said, and later his 
execution* as well as that of Rice.

Later Lieut. Warwick arrived at 
the brewery and, rushing up toward 
the guard, also was shot According 
to the prosecutor, the guard was v#ry 
"Jumpy."

Some of the commands which Lutas 
gave were misunderstood by the guard 
the prosecutor said, leading him to 
suspect the Ueutrj^—r was not what 
he represented himself as being.

It was too dark to recognize his 
uniform.

Rogers was when he repeated to me over the telephone, a telegram that 
he Intended to send to Messrs. Kyte and Carvell. asking them to either 
send a confidential man to meet him In Toronto or send him enough 
money to pay hie fare to Ottawa. Later In the day he came to my hotel 
and told me that he had sent the telegram, a copy of which he showed 
me. Along towards midnight of thatearre day he rang me up at my 
hotel to eay that Mr.Carvell had Informed him that he would be In To­
ronto the next morning to talk over what evidence he (Rogers) had to 
offer. At three o'clock the next afternoon Roger» came to my room In 
the Carle-Rite Hotel and told me that he had met Mr. Carvell and had 
gone over what he had told me. To prove that he wae not bluffing ha 
showed me a roll o# bille that he said Mr. Carvell had given hlm. As I 
knew he was dead broke in the morning the evidence was convincing. 
Then he stepped to the telephone and called for the Ontario Club and 
had Mr. Carvel! come to the 'phone on the other end. After he (Rogers) 
had talked with Mr. Carvell he asked me to apeak to him, and In the 
hearing of a third party (Rev. Robert K. Lambert, a Methodist clergy- 
man from Beeton. Ontario), I asked Mr. Carvell what he thought of Rog­
ers* story and what he Intended to do with it. Mr. Carvell ea>id to mpp 
*it sounds like good stuff—I shall go to New York with him (Rogers) to 
see if he can make good.' When I had hung up the receiver I turned to 
Rogers and got him to go over the story a second time and had my 
friend Lambert write down the conversation. It was during this second 
conversation that Rogers said Mr. Carvell had agreed to pay him $200 a 
week and hie expenses to go to New York and get him the correspond­
ence that could be used agalnet the Shell Committee. The first two 
hundred dollars was to be sent to him that afternoon by a lame man. 
HaH an hour later when a friend of mine who Is lame In both feet came 
to see me, Roger» demanded of him the money that Mr. Carvell was to 
send him.

A PECULIAR SEQUEL.
"And now comes the strangest part—about ten days later,

Mr. Carvell said, ‘No—he's too crooked but he gave me some very good 
leads,' Then told him that Rogers told me that he was to get $200.00 
a week and hi* expenses and Mr. Carvell said, 'No, not half that—I give 
him only a quarter of It.'

“Just about that time the train came to Noyan Junction and Mr. 
Goddard, whom 1 had known as the official organizer of the Liberal 
party In Ontario, got oq the train and as Mr. Goddard knew me, I pre­
pared to move out but not until I had asked Mr. Carvell where Rogers 
could be found and he told me that he would like to have his address as 
he had lost It. I told him that I thought I could find It and then I bade 
him good-night. It came to pass that the very next day Rogers waa 
met by Mr. Carvell*» party In a hotel In New York and that same night 
Rogers, (who had been detected during the afternoon stealing papers 
for the gentlemen who were to meet him) wae spirited out of town.

"The next week, on my way back from New York

Ottawa, June 12.—The Minister of 
Finance today expressed to the press 
his view that it waa to the highest de­
gree of importance that the agricul­
tural production df Canada ehould be 
as great as possible this year and that 
every effort ehould -be made to that 
end by the community. Canada's arid­
ity to support -the war resta upon her 
credit and that credit both at home and 
abroad depend» in large measure 
upon our national production.

"Sow, plant, raise, produce," should 
be the motto in order that the Do­
minion's financial strength may he 
conserved to maintain and ooautanue 
the war. The continuous rain which 
has In some districts prevented the 
sowing of the usual grain» should not 
discourage the sowing and pleating at 
such other gratae end root» as can 
eUH be availed of.

“Every effort to increase the agri­
cultural production of Canada at this 
time Is a patriotic effort in the at 
est sense of the term,*' la opinion 
the Minister.

Winnipeg, June 12—Leaders in 
the Presbyterian General Assembly 
say that church union will be carried 
tomorrow by a two to one vote. Most 
conservative Judges admit that the 
project will go through on a vote In 
the proportion of one hundred and 
fifty to one hundred. Universally the 
opinion prevails that the long strug­
gle in the church is ended, and that 
the union, so much discussed will he 
consummated in this city.

The committee on church union re­
ported this afternoon/ in the form of 
a series of resolutions. The most im­
portant one was: "That this general 
assembly pf the Presbyterian church 
in Canada do now resolve to unite 
with the Methodist church of Canada 
and the Congregational church of 
Canada, to constitute the united 
church of Canada, on the basis of the 
union approved by the general assem­
bly of 1916, and by the majority of 
presbyteries since consulted under 
the Barrier Act."

Other sections of the report pro­
vide for the procedure which is to be 
followed in securing the necessary 
legislation, for the maimer in which 
the work of the church is to be car­
ried on while this legislation is being 
secured, and for special arrangements 
In western Canada. The debate on 
the issue will be continued tomorrow, 
and it is the expectation that it will 
be finished in the afternoon. It is 
possible that the assembly may be 
willing to continue the discussion un­
til Wednesday, but In any case, the 
ultimate issue will be the same.

Toronto, June 13.—Four thousand 
women, representing every woman's 
organization in Toronto, gathered to­
night at a mass meeting in Massey 
Hall to discuss woman’s share and 
duties in the great war. Lleut.-Ool. G. 
H. Williams, chief recruiting officer, 
presided. Three resolutions were 
unanimously passed. By the first the 
women; present pledged themselves 
to do their utmost, by Influence and 
personal service, to set free every 
man eligible for enlistment. The sec­
ond resolution cited that!confusion and 
discouragement had resulted from the 
present methods of recruiting, which 
entailed a waste of time and money, 
and the withdrawal of men needed In 
industries, causing dislocation, and 
called on the federal government to 
register all «men of military age, and 
to give badges to all required in home 
industrie^, including women, and also 
to the physically unfit and to thorough­
ly organize} resources of the country. 
The third resolution expressed the 
gratitude of the women of Canada to 
the soldiers at the front, a copy to be 
sent to General Sir Julian Byng, com­
manding the Canadian forces.

You Get Rid of Rain■Heavy fighting is in progress over 
virtually the entire eastern front from 
the Gulf at Riga to Btikowina, a dis­
tance of between 600 and 700 miles. 
From Riga to the Jasiolda river, the
