British Statement.

London, Sept. 13—The British offic­
ial communication issued tonight says:

“Last night after hours of heavy 
bombardment, the enemy raided our 
positions east of Bullecourt. He suc­
ceeded in effecting an entry in our 
trenches but was driven out after 
sharp fighting leaving a number of 
dead and prisoners in our hands. We 
carried out a successful raid during 
the night In the neighborhood of Oppy.

"Early this morning the enemy 
opened a heavy bombardment on & 
front of more than a mile north and 
northeast of Langemarck and attack­
ed in considerable strength. After 
fierce fighting the attack was repulsed 
with severe enemy losses."

Baron AkerMelm, Swedish Charge
