Dablin, Augfl 19.—After a three
weeks' tour in the southern parts of
Ireland during which 1 visited the
most disaffected portions of Tipperary,
Waterfortd and Cork and talked wth all
sorts and conditions of people, 1 have
the fixed conviction that three-fourths
of the population of Ireland is im-
movably in favor of an Irish republic.
Moreover, they believe that a republic
is already in active operation.

. The British connection with local
government bodies is virtually sev-
eraxd, and the pretence that British
law backed by the power of British
military and police goverus the coun-
try is sireerest fiction.

It is one of the most trying condi-
tions of the Irish troubles that the
lenders of Sinn Fein will not negoti-
ate. Their position appears tobe that
there is no reed to negotate since
their policy is steadily developing ‘“‘ac-
cording to plan” Moreover, were
they inclined to negotiate, they ame
convinced that they could not trust
PBritish statesmanship to give them “a
square deal.”

J. H. Thomas, labor leader, scems
to think thet he can bring Irish
labor nto the realm of di: jon, and
Inish labor is admittedly a very sub-
stantial arm of the Sinn Feln force.

Opposed to Partitiom

Sinn Fein and all eonstitutional na-
tionalism, as well as a very strong
soction of uniomis is absolutely op-
posed to any parttion of tho country.
They deny the right of @ corner of the
iftand to cut itself off. The country
they say, is too small to admit of
truncation, of the setting up of dif-
ferent legislatures within its con-
fines. They say it must be all or
none. 'Hhat is the first fatal objec-
gion. It is a vital one and othersaeed
not be more than mentioned.

There is, of course, the religious
question.
it is a reflection on them that a small
minority of Protestants in tha north
ehould be parmitted to block all legls-
}aton on the assumption that Catholics
being predominant in an all Ireland
government, Protestants would natu-
rally be penalized and cppressed. They
say there is mo ground for such an
aspersion - of their <l ter, and
they point with more or less pride to
the fact that in all the movements for
the regeneration of the country, Pro-
testants have been leaders and many
of them have suffered deat for the
cause From the purely economic, as
district frem the sentime i
point, it is held that a div
administration of the country would
be extravagant and that it would be
a hindrance to internal trade, and
would lead ig»vitably to internecine
conflict which would be avoided by
aligning the entire country om the side
of helping the general upliftng of the
country.

BOLSHEVIKI
FROM CAPITAL

Now Occupy Several Towns
Through Which Reds Drove
in Their Sweep Towards
Capital.

RUSSIANS LOST

THEIR BEARINGS/|

Have Become Demoralized
by the Many and Frequént
Flank Attacks of Poles.

Warsaw, Aug. 19 — The
Polish offensive is now in full
swing. More than ten thous-
and prisoners, thirty cannon,
300 machine guns and thous-
ands of supply carts have been
captured from the Bolsheviki.

The Poles have occupied Plonsk,
Pultusk and Wyskov, through which
the Reds drove in their sweep towards
the capital.

Owing to the Polish pressure from
the northeast it is reported that the
Bolshevilki are withdrawing their
forces which reached the Vistula
south of the Prussian border and to
the northwest of Warsaw.

The Russians lost their bearings in
trying to meet aitacks on all sides
from the Polish columns omn their
flanks.

The Poles, continuing their advance,
have oceupied Kaluszyn, 35 miles east
of Warsaw; Sledlice, 57 miles east of
the capital; Milzyrzec, 20 miles south-
east of Siedlice; Wlodsewem, on the
Bug River, 125 miles southeast of
Warsaw.

The Warsaw sector is rapidly being
cleared of the Bolsheviki, north and
southeast of the capital, the Reds are
being shoved back by the Poles who
are following them up all along the
front, nsing artillery in such quanti-
tles as to cause great confusion among
the invaders, who are now on the yun.

To the east the Bolsheviki are re-
ported to be making their way across
the Bug at various points,

London, Aug. 19—In a statement
regardicg delay in the opening of the
peace mnegotiathons at Minsk, M.
Tchitoherin, the Soviet Foreign Min-
ister, says:

“Yesterday, at the first sitting of
the Minsk <Conference, the Russo-
Ukrainian delegates had insisted that
the second witting should occur to-
day and showld not be delayed until
the 19th, as the Polish delegation de-
sired. Nevertheless, through the fault
of the Polish delegation today, the
sitting did not occur. The Russo-
Ukranian delegates sent, through its
secretary, an official protest to the
Polish delegation.”

King of Spectacular Finance
Says Man Prominent in
Financial Circles Was

GOT OUT FROM
UNDER IN CRASH

The Fellow Higher up Poses
as Philanthropist and Great
Benefactor of Public.

Boston, Mass., Aug. 19. — Charles
Pcnzi told Deputy United States mar-
shals, who had charge of him during
his absence from the jail today, be-
canse of his attendanice at court, thet
his downfall wasdue to withdrawal of
support by & man prominent in the
city’s financial circles. If given his
liberty mnder guard for sixty days,
Ponzi asserted he would be able to
make good dollar for dollar on every
premise and prove his solvency.

“There is likely to be a big blow-
up within a few days,” he was quot-
ed as sayimg to the deputies.  “If I
tell what I know about & certain man,
prominent in Boston, who poses as a
philanthropist and public benefactor,
there will be a great chamge of senti-
ment. This man promised to stand by
me, and was under agreement to sup-
port me finamcially, but he wanted the
lion’s share of the profits, and because
he did not get enough, he drew out.”

Ponzi remarked, as an ijnstance of
continued public confidenice in him,
that he had received a cheque for
$5,500 for investment before he left
the jail this morning, which was turned
over to Sheriff Fairbairn.

Ponzi's Partner.

New York, Aug. 19. — Amntonia B.
Salwviati, an Italian banker of Mont-
real, alleged by detectives from that
city to be a partner of Charles Ponzi,
Beston's financial wizard, was arrested
here today on a warrant issued in
Montreal.

Montreal, Aug. 19.—Antonio B. Sal-
viati, amrested in New York today on
behalf of the Montreal police, is
wanted here for his connection w
the bamkrupting of the Banco Zaro
in 1908. Salviati was a partner of
Charles -Ponzi, now in jail in Boston
on a charge of using the mails for il-
legal purposes, and accused of defraud-
ing hundreds of people, and a com-
paitmiot named Gianetti, who commit-
ted suicide in Toronto, in the manage-
ment’ of the bunk, Ponzi served a
tenm in St. Vincent de Paul in connec-
tion with the collapse of the Banco
Zarossi, but Salviati jumped his bail
here.

IN D’ANNUNZIO
IS UNSHAKEN

Believed to Have Backing of
Present Italian Gov.
ernment.

FOOD PLENTIFUL AND
POPULACE HAPPY

Failure of Allies to Define
Status of Port Has, How-
evr, Hurt Trade and In-
dustry.

Fiume, Aug. 19.—While the Rome
Government is keeping silent on the
question of I’Annunzio and Fiume,
indications arc that the poet-comman.
der is more secure today with the Gio-
litii cabinet than at any time during
the occupation of the city Pepsons
who bave lived in the city during
many short-lived governments, and
who are more interested in seeing the
resumption of commerce than victory
for one side or another, say the city
has a more than abundant f wpply,
and that there is much less tension in
the political atmosphere since the
aged Giolitti returned to power.

The copposition of the former Nitti
regime wrought a hardship on the city
in the form of a food blockade and in
the support it gave to D'Annunzio’s
enemies. But the face of the city has
been changed, and only a final settle-
ment as to its status is necessary to
revive a thriving commerc which
means about 200 or 300 ships in the
harbor all the time instead of the half
dozen here now

But that settlement, according to
D’Annunzio, must be in one c<f two
ways: Either Fiume must be annexed
to Italy and be a free port with no com-
mercial reservations, or Fiume must
be estublished as a small independent
state, governed by a national council
with @ governor or president of its
choice. But the poet will never sub-
mit to Jugo-*av dominion

The failure of the Allies to fix vhe
status of Fiume is keeping more than
18,000 workers idle and has forced
many, particularly Jugo-Siavs, Hun-
garians, ete., to go to other cities.
There are large paraffin factories here,
the Whitehead Torpedo Works,. soap
factemies, cigar factories and lecther
works, all virtually #dle. The large
commerce of the port with the Bo-
hemian glass factories and in manu-
factured products from inland cities
i8 at a standstill. Even the banks,
which are chiefly institutions left from
the former Hungarian rule, are mark-
ing time and wondering if they will be
suppianted by Italian arms;
