Philadelphia. Sept 29.—Wages on 
the Pennsylvania and other railroads 
of the country mnst be still further 
reduced or the railroads will face a 
tecetvershtp or Government ownership. 
Gen. W. W. Atterbury told the em­
ployees today.

The Pennsylvania vice-president in 
charge of operation was explicit In 
these statements at the annual meet­
ing of the Mutual Beneficial Associa­
tion of the railroad.

“The Industrial and financial su­
premacy of the United States is now 
unquestioned, yet we are suffering 
right now from one of the greatest 
panics we ever had,” he said. “The 
world wants what we manufacture, 
and we. with six or seven millions of 
men out of employment, want the op­
portunity to sell to the world what­
ever we can manufacture. That same 
problem exists all over the world.

“There Is only one solution to the 
problem, and thnt Is liquidation. How 
will It affect us? 'Well, the farmers 
say ‘we have liquidated, and are sell­
ing wheat at $1 a bushel.* The Indus­
tries say they too have liquidated.. 
They soy steel Is selling at prewar 
prices, for example. But there are 
two outstand features of liquida­
tion that are not yet materially 
touched—these arc ooal and transpor­
tation.

“Both, curiously enough, have been 
touched with the damning effect of 
Government control. Then, too, the 
farmers are united and the industries 
are solidly united T2ny both say to 
the railroads.
