.NEW YORK, Dec. 7—“Graft eecme to 
be the watchword in every line of life,’' 
eaid John D. Rockefeller, Jr, at the 
math annual dinner of the Young Men’» 
Bible Clara, attended by about 250 mem­
bers, and their friende, at the Hotel Ven­
dôme last mgbt.

"*I suppose,” he continued, “that of 
every two men Who go Into politics, one 
goes, not for what he can do for fel­
low man, but for what he can get out of 
politics. Yes, I should say that four out 
of every five, perhaps nine out of every 
ten, go into politics for what they 
get out of it for themselves.

“In this life of today, so full of strug­
gle and contest, in the effort to gst 
ahead, to gain wealth, power, influence 
or position, the watchword seems to be, 
gain it honestly if you can, but gain it 
at any cost. No quality should receive 
such careful consideration and cultivation 
among young men as moral courage. For, 
unless Uhe yonng men exhibit this cour­
age, this great republic is doomed to the 
end of civilization gone before.”

Mr. Rockefeller said hie class would 
not be broken up, but be hoped another 
leader would be ebesen.
