D. be con-
ferred at the next encoenia on Edward
Wetmore, foremrly of New Brunswick,
but now chancellor of the new univer-
sity of Saskatchewan; LL. D. on Lieut.
GGov. Bulyea, of Alberta, formerly of
(3agetown (N. B.) and M: A. on James
Vroom, of St. Stephen, because of his
excellent work on field botany and local
history.

The alumni is to found and support
two scholarships of $50 each, tenable for
three years to be competed for annually.
¥ull notice of the plans in connection
with these scholarships will be published
later. For the purposes of awarding the
scholarships the province will be divided
into two districts. In the first will be
included the counties of Restigouche,
Gloucester, Northumberland, Kent,West-
morland, Albert and St. John, the second
being made up of the remaining coun-
ties. The awards will be made on the
junior matriculation examinations. Im
these examinations there are two divis-
ions, the first of students who make sev-
enty or more and the second such as
make between fifty and seventy.

Thesa scholarships will not be award-
ed, however, exclusively on the marks
made in the matriculation, except in 8o
far as no student who makes under fifty
shall be eligible, but the financial cir-
cumstances of the student will be a con-
sideration.
