Wasto, rags, soap, paper, ¢ 2, can all bo used in tho manufacture of the
yarn, and tho wholo mass can bo dyed an oven color beforo the spinnirg
takos p'ace. It i3 thought that. if the now methods aro practicable, tho
wholo textilo industry witl of necessity be revolutionized.

The trip
wiil includo a short stay in some of the larger cities in Canada ss well asin
the Westorn States, and the magpificent fal's of Niagara aro also 1o be
visited. As tho ontire exponso of tho party is to be borne by the proprie-
tors of the News, it is probablo that there will be many applicants for the
froe trip. Tho projoct is both philsnthropic and practical, and will pro-
bably prove benoficial to many beside the men who aro to bo cheson as the
papor’s represontatives.

Ax Exreexsive Process.—A glance at the rapidiy-increasing pension
fund of tho Unitod States must bo far from encouraging to tho tax-payors
Thero are stil 20 widows and two daugtters of soldiers of the original
Ravolution to be supported. The oxistencoe of widows, or indeed even of
daughtors of tho generation far away, is puzling at this day, and it is
with surprise that wo noto that it was not until 1869 that tho two last
vetorans of tho war expired at tho ripo ages of 105 and 109 years. Many
of theeo s0.diers must have married young wives whon wo:l advanced in
years, ol8o the present scoro of widows could nover have existed. From
the war of 1812 there are 165 soldiors left to draw on tho fund, and over
6,000 widows to bo supported  Tho survivors and widows of the Mexics
war number respecuively 15,215 and 7,282, The Robollion has a guot» of
wall ovor 400,000 cla:mants for ponsions, and a socond lot of over 300,000
who domand an increased pension. In somo Western Statos tho numbor of

pensions granted outnumbers tho soldiors onlisted, but the discropancy can
be accrunted for by tho Westward movement of the population. Theo esti-

mato of pensions to bo psid out annually for tho next fow years is a cool
£200,000,000.

Couuenciar, Uxiox,—Tho eslablishmont of tho long-desired Australian
Steamship sorvico between tho Island Continent and British Columbia is at
last ap assured fact, tho first steamor of tho new routo boing advoertised to
leavo Sydney for Canada on ur bofore May 10th. Tho ostablishment of
the now line is duo in great part to the enorgetic work of 8ir Georgo Dibbs,
who for many years has beon urging this trade connection. The subsidy of
$126,000 offered by the Cspadian Government has beon recoived by a
promiuent Australian firm who aro backing the entorprise. Thero is littlo
doubt if matters are properly mansged a paying trade may bo divorted from
the United States to Canada. As yot tho Canadisn trado with Auetralia
has been a moro bagatelle, while the u..ghboring Republic has in ono year
imported somo six millions and odd dollars worth, and oxported double
that amount to the far away colony. The exports from the Unitrd States
have inc'uded agricultural imploments, beer and alo, fish, furniture of all
descriptions, mechinery, oil, timbor, and many other stsplo lines, in which
our Canadisn dealera can defy compotition. The imports, which include raw
wool, tin, coal and kongaroo skins, can be conveyed swiftly to thoir destina-
tions by means of the mnew steamship c.mpany and the C. P. R. eorvice.
Thero scems no ground {o doubt that tho new line, if intelligently used,
will bo of lasting benefit to the connected covntries, and it will be a lasting
diegrace if wo allow the trade which 18 now alimost within our roach to
remain g0 cntirely with American morchants,

Wt Have Tuex 1N Havirax.—Tho number of waif children, of
neglected ehildren and of depraved chi'dren in Canada is rapidly increasing,
notwi*hstardicg the cffurts of many orphavages, bumes and industnial
schou's to diminish this unpromising class of citizens. Tho roots of tho
trouble seem to be in had eurroundings and in parentsl indifferenco.
Children, cven thoso of ovil parontage, in the majority of cases, if properly
car d for and trained in their young days, wiil bec.me reputable rospectable
citizens, while tho same chi:dren if allowed to grow up in the bad
atmosphero of the slums and back-streets, will of necessity be lower in
moral s:atus than the goneration which begot them Tho one remedy for
this ovil secems to be that children should bo removed from dopraved
homes and plsced under tho caro of a Board of Guardiaus or other organi-
zation, which would be held responsiblo for their bringing up. In other
woids tho responsibility of the weifare of tho child shoutd bo transferred
from the parent to the state. Many objections will of courso be raised
against this striogent measure. Tho traisfersing of the parental burden
to tho already well taxed ratopayer wili bo resented, and yet there is little
doubt that the measure would in 1he long run be economic in its workings.
The returns of poor houses prisons and roformataries in a fow years would
show the improvement in the moral status of the peoplo—habits of industry
formod in youth would cling to the young workman, whose whole training
had beon planned so as to fit him for the duties of citizonship.

A Tarx ror GirLs.—From time to timo wo have noted in our editorial
columns somo of the methods by which tho daughters of our Provincial
farmers may add to their ofton-slender store of pocket wonoy. The bright
lady who from her practical oxpornence, h.s already outlined somo of the
waysand moans is responsible for a fow moro suggestions, both of which aro
woll sdapted to our young peop:e. Probably few of them have thought of
tho fact that the sceds of trees which blow ircely aboat our stroets hsvo a
roady market valuo in the North-Western portions of Canada. Tho seeds
of tho olm, ash and maple can be garnered and sold at a fair prico. Ano-
ther girl might raiso a small crop of buckwheat, and after grinding, do
it up in neat bages of from two to five pounde in weight. If sho should
happon to bo an artistic girl, and could sketch the nactaral leaf and flower
abovoe the 1abel, 55 much tho botter for the sale of ber packages to the summor
travollors. Pigeon-raising is a simplo and profitable woik, end will bo a
pleas:nt amusement to thoso who opgagoin it  Another work, which as yot
has bo- n little taken up, is the proparation of home-made pickles and jsins
for the city markot A handy girl with a knack for work of this descrip-
tion can often lay by a nico sum in profits Her work will be in raising
small cucumbers, onions, ete., in making her own vi egar from wasto app os,
and proparing tho pickles in tompting form, or in preserving tho garden
and orchard fruits for tho winter use of the summer bearder. It is true
that thoso schemes aro but baro'y outlined, but auy capable girl who ngeds
tho money which such work would bring, will bo quick to take advantsgo
of tho hint, and will obtain the practical experionco of oldor hoads to guido
her in her offorts, i
