At Our Government House, in Our City of
Ottawa, in Our Doninion of Canada, this Tenth day of December, in
the Year of Our Lord One Thousand Eight Hundred and Eighty-nine,
and in the Fifty-third Year of Our Reign.

Whereupon the Honorable Mr. Boulton came to the Table and took and sub-
scribed the oath prescribed by law, which was administered by Edouard Joseph
Langevin, Esquire, one of the Commissioners appointed for that purpose, and took
his seat accordingly.

The Honorable the Speaker then acquainted the House that the Clerk of the
Senate had laid upon the Table the Certificate of one of the Commissioners setting
forth that the Honorable Mr. Boulton a Member of the Senate, had made and sub-
scribed the Declaration of Qualification required by the British North America
Act, 1867.

The Honorable the Speaker informed the House that there was a Member with-
out ready to be introduced, when the Honorable James Alexander Lougheed was in-
troduced between the Honorable Messieurs Abbott and Smith.

The Honorable Mr. Lougheed presented Her Majesty's Writ summoning him to
the Senate.

The same was then read by the Clerk, and
Ordered, to be put upon the Journal, and it is as follows:-

We do command you, that all diffleulties and excuses whatsoever laying aside, you
be and appear for the purposes aforesaid, in the Senate of Our said Dominion, at all
times .whensoever and wheresoever Our Parliament may be in Our baid Dominion
convoked -and holden : and this you are in no wise to omit.
