Africa, South America
Are Drifting Apart

From Moscow em-

anated the tale of Nikita
Khrushchev’s eclipse by
former associates in
the back-stabbing,
Cossack Presidium.

Meanwhile, in Chic-
go, Fifi Montopolis,
who won a doctorate
in post-graduate anat-
omy from Sunset Strip
U was getting a divorce
from her chronically,
discontented, 11th hus-
hand,

But at Harvard Uni-
versity, there were re-
ports of an even more
earth shaking split.
For 219-million years
two large continents -
Africa and South Am-
erica - have been mov-
their different
ways.

And according- to
Philip J. Darlington,
Jr,, Harvard Univer-
sity’s Museum of Com-
parative Zoology, the
drift is continuing.

Aceording te The
Gazette’s Geophysical
Writer in the Washing-
ton Bureau, this theory
of continental drift
holds that long ago
there were .supercon-
tinents which splinter-
ed as we know them
today.

One of the most ex-
treme “drifters” was
A, Wegener, early, 20
it eentury German
scientist who theorised
about the prehistoric
existence of two mam-
moth land masses:
Lauasia, acombination
of present-day Eruope
and North America: the
other - Gonwandaland-
combining South Am-
erica and Africa.

Since Wegener first
expounded his theory,
scientists especially in
the United States and
Canada have offered
criticisms of an alter-
native concepts for the
‘‘drift” theory.

T alstt S VEay, Sy
scientist Gordon J, F.
MacDonald challenged
the original theory,
claiming the continents
are too deeply rooted
to have strayed.

Basically, it is Dar-
lington’s peacemeal
view of what happened
in the southern Hem-
isphere that separates
him from the Wegen-
erian school on the
subject.

Darlington bases his
view on firsthand re-
search and other stud-
ies. His conclusions:

Evidence from coal
de posits, tell-tale
magnetic signs com-
mon plants and geolog-
ical formations sug-
gest that Africa and
South America likely
were united but that
they separated not lat-
er than 200 million
years ago. Anyhow, the
separation was so

early, “there are no
clear traces of the
union visible in dis-

tribution of existing
life” reports Darling-
ton,

He supports his
views by pointing to the
similar shapes of
Africa and South Am-
erica,

However, he reports
that other southern
continents were not

united, but during the-

period in question,

have been moving
gradually northward —
except for Antarctica.

Where the drifting of
the continents will fin-
end is certainly a mat-
ter of conjecture today.
But significant data is
anticipated from earth

mapping satellites
which are presently
being sent abroad by

the National Aero-nau-
tics and Space Admin-

istration.
