oppose strike Strained

tion and Dalhousie Faculty Asso­
ciation remain unsettled, the pos­
sibility of a strike remains. “The 
situation is potentially grave,” says 
Donald Mason, Dalhousie Stu­
dent Union member of the Board 
of Governors.

In 1988, the Dalhousie strike 
prevented students from attend­
ing classes for 20 days. During 
that strike the DSU remained 
neutral. “This essentially left stu­
dent concerns out of the issue,” 
says Young.

If the faculty strikes, it is likely 
there will be a full shut-down of 
university services. A suspension 
of classes would also create se­
vere difficulties for students plan­
ning to graduate this year.

The present labour situation has 
left students uncertain as they start 
a new academic year.

IllFaced with a possible strike, a 
group of new and returning 
Dalhousie students have organ­
ized a group called Students 
Opposed to a Strike (SOS) to 
represent student concerns.

“SOS is a non-aligned coali­
tion of Dalhousie students con­
cerned with the possibility of a 
strike or lock-out,” says spokes­
person Kevin Young.

Young says there is a need for 
increased student awareness and 
accessibility to strike information.

“The primary concern from a 
student’s perspective is avoiding 
any kind of interruption of classes. 
As student sare not in a position to 
protect their interest, they can 
prepare for what seems inevitable 
[a strike] if they have information 
on the negotiation proceedings.”
